Gangsters Vimalabai, Sunil Rathod 
surrender after stern police warning

Duo give up after SP H D Anand Kumar warned Chadachan family of seizing their assets

AFTER Superintendent of  Po-
lice H D Anand Kumar warned 
the Chadachan family of  seiz-
ing their assets if  they failed to 
surrender, Vimalabai Chadach-
an and her aide Sunil Rathod 
appeared before the District 
Sessions Court on Tuesday.

The duo was sent to judicial 
custody. Chadachan family is 
one of  the notorious gangs of  
Bheema River bank in the 
district. 

Vimalabai, who is a wife of  
most wanted criminal Mal-
likarjun Chadachan, faces 
criminal charges in at least 
eight cases.

She had gone underground 
after a group of  criminals had 
attacked Mahadeva Sahukar 
Byragonda, who is another 
gangster in Bheema River bank 

and rival to Chadachan family, 
in November 2020. 

Vimalabai is the second main 
accused in this case for conspir-
ing to attack Byragonda.

Even after the extensive 
search, the police had failed to 
trace out Vimalabai and her 

aides connected to this case. A 
couple of  weeks ago, the SP 
Anand Kumar had warned that 
the police department would 
seize all their assets if  they 
failed to turn up either before 
the police or court.

Speaking to the reporters, SP 
Anand Kumar said, “With re-
gard to the attack on gangster 
Byragonda and eight other cas-
es, Mallikarjun Chadachan and 
his family members and aides 
had gone underground. An ef-
fort is being made to nab them. 
As a part of  the investigations, 
two teams were working exten-
sively in Pune to arrest the 
main accused Mallikarjun 
Chadachan.”

“After we were making prep-
arations to seize the properties 
of  the Chadachan family, Vi-
malabai and his aide surren-
dered before the court. They 

have been sent to judicial cus-
tody. If  necessary, we will take 
both into custody for investiga-
tion in the coming days. Mean-
while, Mallikarjun and another 
accused, who supplied arms, 
are absconding and efforts are 
being made to arrest them too,” 
stated SP Kumar.

It may be recalled that the 
district police allegedly con-
spiring with Byragonda, had 
encountered history-shetter 
Dharmaraj Chadachan and his 
brother Gangadhar Chadach-
an, the sons of  Mallikarjun and 
Vimalabai, in a reported fake 
encounter in 2017. In order to 
avenge the deaths of  their chil-
dren, Mallikarjun allegedly 
planned an attack on Byragonda 
in 2020. In the attack, Byragonda 
was injured severely after be-
ing hit by three bullets from the 
rival gang.

Vimalabai Chadachan, one of the 
gangsters of Bheema River bank, has 
surrendered before the court on Tuesday.

AHEAD of  the 2013 Assembly 
election, the Political Affairs 
Committee (PAC) of  the state 
Congress met here on Tuesday 
in the presence of  party senior 
leader Rahul Gandhi, who was 
in the city to take part in Sid-
daramotsava, the 75th birth-
day celebration of  CLP leader 
Siddaramaiah to be held in Da-
vanagere on Wednesday.

The 35-member PAC was con-
stituted recently following a de-
cision taken at the Udaipur 
Chintan Baithak and it met for 
the first time after its formation. 
AICC General Secretary (organ-
isation) KC Venugopal chaired 
the meeting of  the committee, 
which has been formed to pre-
pare the party for the election 

and chalk out the poll strategy.
After the meeting, Venugopal 

said, “We had a fruitful discus-
sion for the 2023 elections. On 
every important issue, PAC 
meets frequently and takes 
collective decisions.”

He said Rahul ap-
pealed to the leaders 
to go aggressively 
against the misrule of  
the BJP governments 
in the state and Cen-
tre. The leaders were 
asked to stand united 
and fight against anti-
people and anti-democratic 
policies of  the Union and state 
governments.

“We have to work for the 
people and convince them that 
there will be a people-centric 
government in Karnataka. 
The party is chalking out pro-

grammes to address their con-
cerns. All leaders opined that 
Congress should fight united 
against the BJP governments. 
The meeting decided to drive 
out the corrupt government in 

Karnataka in 2023,” 
he added.

He said, “The lead-
ers were asked not to 
air different opinions 
inside or outside the 
party forum and not 
to discuss any inter-
nal issues in public.”

Rain wreaks 
havoc in 
undivided 
Ballari dist

HEAVY rainfall is lash-
ing Ballari district and in 
separate incidents, two 
persons were reportedly 
washed away in flooding 
streams. These incidents 
were reported from Siru-
guppa and Sandur taluks 
on Tuesday night. 

In case of  an emergen-
cy, the public can call Bal-
lari  DC’s of fice at  
08392277100. 

Due to continuous rain 
in the past two days, as 
many as 39 houses have 
collapsed and 200 are par-
tially damaged. Most of  
the streams, rivers, and 
lakes are in spate. Over 
20,000 hectares of  crops 
were lost due to heavy 
rain in the undivided 
Ballari district.

Two persons lost their 
lives while they tried to 
cross flooding water bod-
ies. In an incident near 
Raravi village of  Siragup-
pa taluk, a truck was
stuck in a stream as he 
tried to cross over it. 

The truck driver asked 
for help by standing on 
the truck but the cleaner 
was washed away. Details 
of  the cleaner are yet to 
be ascertained. In anoth-
er incident, 63-year-old 
Krishna Kumar, a resi-
dent of  Bommaghaata 
village in Sandur taluk 
was washed away while 
he tried to cross a stream.  
The death toll due to rain 
in the undivided Ballari 
district has gone up to 
three.
