DISCLOSURE ON LIQUIDITY COVERAGE RATIO (LCR) AS ON 30.06.2024

The Liquidity Coverage Ratio (LCR) is one of the Basel Committee’s key reforms to develop a more
resilient banking sector. The LCR is expected to improve the banking sector’s ability to absorb shocks
arising from financial and economic stress, thus reducing the risk of spill over from the financial sector
to the real economy. The Liquidity Risk Management of the Bank is governed by the Asset Liability
Management (ALM) Policy approved by the Board. Liquidity Coverage Ratio (LCR) standard has been
introduced with the objective that a bank maintains an adequate level of unencumbered High Quality
Liquid Assets (HQLAS) that can be converted into cash to meet its liquidity needs for a 30 calendar day
time horizon under a significantly severe liquidity stress scenario.

The LCR is calculated by dividing a Bank's stock of HQLA by its total net cash outflows over a 30-
day stress period.

The average LCR for the quarter ended June 30, 2024 was at 196.92 % as against 205.09 % for the
quarter ended March 31, 2024 and well above the present prescribed minimum requirement of 100%.
The average HQLA for the quarter ended June 30, 2024 was 96294 crore as against was 98005 crore
for the quarter ended March 31 2024.

The average LCR for the quarter ended June 30, 2024 was at 196.92 %.
