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CHAIRMAN’s MESSAGE

Dear Stakeholders, 

The banking industry has gone through a tough phase over the past few years with multiple challenges confronting those 
associated with it. However, going forward, there appears to be a glimmer of hope at the end of tunnel with the turbulence 
of the recent past tending to attenuate. The thorny issue of impaired assets is in the process of being tackled. With the 
quickening pace of corporate stressed asset resolution, and tapering off of fresh bad loan generation, the year 2019-20 
in all likelihood should be optimistic for the banking industry. The reduction of impaired assets should release the much 
needed capital of public sector banks thus augmenting their lending capacity. Further, regulatory oversight of the sector, will 
no doubt, ensure the requisite discipline for an orderly growth in the market. 

The world economy exhibited sluggishness in 2018 in advanced and emerging economies owing to several factors. 
Principally, increasing trade protectionism and other uncertainties prevailing in the global economy have led to lowering 
of growth projections by major international agencies for 2019. On the domestic front, the economy has shown signs of 
moderation in the recent quarters. The Indian economy advanced 6.6 percent year-on-year in the last three months of 
2018, below a downwardly revised 7 percent expansion in the previous period and market expectations of 6.9 percent, 
and as compared to a 7.3 percent growth in Q3 of 2017-18, being the lowest growth rate in five quarters on the back of 
weak consumer demand. The Brent oil price touched $80/barrel in October 2018 due to supply concerns, impacting India’s 
current account balance. The Reserve Bank of India in its April 2019 Monetary Policy Statement projected India’s GDP to 
grow by 7.2% in 2019-20. 

While the Indian banking sector has undergone significant reforms over the last few years, there has been a significant 
increase in competition in the banking industry from the emergence of FinTech companies, payment banks due to 
technological advancement and tech-savvy human resources. Digitalisation is all around the banking spectrum with the 
leveraging of big data, increased use of analytics, artificial intelligence, etc. being the order of the day. Our Bank has 
embraced the technological challenge in the right spirit to enhance operational efficiency and to reduce operating costs 
while minimizing risk. The objective is to eventually benefit the customers with better services. Our bank is fully conscious 
of the ever rising customer expectations as technology driven sophistication in the banking environment continues to 
accelerate.

The issue of Non-performing Assets (NPAs) is a key challenge in the Indian Banking Industry. Banking reforms, particularly 
the introduction of the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code (IBC) has created a new hope for resolution of the vexed NPA 
issue. Initial outcomes from the IBC process are encouraging and we expect resolution of significant NPA accounts through 
NCLT under IBC during the current financial year 2019-20. We have adopted a multi-pronged strategy to tackle the NPA 
challenge, and we are confident to make noticeable gains in the same.

We have addressed the issues of due diligence, enhancing knowledge and skills in areas such as Credit, Treasury, Risk 
Management, IT and Analytics. With Government of India promoting and incentivizing digitalization in a big way, our Bank 
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is also is in alignment with the same strategy. Human resource being a sine-qua-non for any vibrant organization, our bank 
continues to lay the desired emphasis on its development. I am confident that by focusing our efforts in the key areas, we 
shall emerge from the difficult times at the earliest and come out of red during the year 2019-20.

With regard to corporate governance, the Board of Directors continuously guides the senior management team of the Bank 
to help them form business goals and objectives that should help the Bank to move towards a robust and sustainable 
growth path. The thrust of the corporate governance has always been to maximize stakeholder value by pursuing ethical 
practices in the conduct of business and maintaining high standards of disclosure and transparency. The Bank has adopted 
best practices and standards of governance that are monitored by various Committees of the Board. 

Finally, I thank customers for choosing us as their preferred service provider notwithstanding other options available to 
them, and also our stakeholders for their continued support in all our endeavors

CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER’s MESSAGE

Dear Shareholder,

The world economy has been navigating through challenging environment in recent times. After having a growth of 3.8% in 
2017, the global growth moderated to 3.6% in 2018. As per IMF’s April 2019 projections, the global growth is expected to 
moderate to 3.3% in 2019 before it jumps back to 3.6% in 2020. The second half of 2018 has exhibited growth moderation 
globally. Chinese economy had witnessed slowdown due to measures taken to arrest shadow banking and rising trade 
tensions with the US. The US Fed has indicated to follow a more accommodative monetary policy. 

On the domestic front, the Indian economy had slowed down in the 3rd quarter of 2018-19. There was a moderation in 
growth in private and government consumption expenditure in Q3 2018-19 compared to Q2 2018-19. Nonetheless, the 
gross fixed capital formation continued to grow in double digit. The retail inflation stayed low and kept below 4% in all 
months from August 2018 to March 2019 primarily due to benign food inflation. The fuel inflation was also relatively low in 
the later part of 2018-19. On the Monetary Policy front, the Reserve Bank of India in February 2019 cut the repo rate by 
25 basis points to 6.25% and also changed the stance to “neutral”. Subsequently in April 2019 the Reserve Bank of India 
again cut the repo rate by 25 basis points to 6%. 

From the banking industry’s perspective, the credit growth picked up in 2018-19 and remained above 10% year-on-year for 
almost every month in 2018-19, as per Reserve Bank of India data. The credit to deposit ratio of the scheduled commercial 
banks stood at about 78% in February 2019. On sectoral basis, the credit growth in the personal loan and services sector 
registered double digit growth on year-on-year basis in March 2019.  

Let me elucidate the highlights of your Bank’s performance in the year. During the Financial Year 2018-19, Business of the 
Bank stood at `4,67,584 crore as compared to `4,72,323 crore in the Financial Year 2017-18. The Deposit of the Bank 
stood at `2,99,855 crore as against `2,94,839 crore in March 31, 2018. The CASA share as a percentage of Total Deposits 
stood at 46.21% as against 42.46% in Financial Year ended March 31, 2018. High Cost Deposits substantially reduced by 
`793 crore and stood at `57 crore from `850 crore in the financial year ended March 31, 2018. Total Advances stood at 
`1,67,729 crore in March 31, 2019 as against `1,77,484 crore in March 31, 2018, which was mainly due to reducing our 
exposure in high risk weighted assets.

Asset Quality continued to be the major concern of the Banking Industry in general and particularly in the Bank for last 3-4 
years. By putting concerted efforts, we were able to make Cash Recovery and upgradation of `5,656 crore in FY 2019 as 
against `3,122 crore in FY 2018. Gross NPAs of the Bank reduced to `32,356 crore from `38,131 crore as on March 31, 
2018. Similarly, Gross NPA percentage reduced to 19.29% as of March 31, 2019 compared to 21.48% as of March 31, 
2018. Net NPA percentage was brought down to 7.73% as on March 31, 2019 from 11.10% as of March 31, 2018. We 
expect resolution of certain big NPA accounts through NCLT under IBC during 2019-20. We shall continue to have focused 
efforts to maximize NPA recovery, improve asset quality and earn net profit during the year 2019-20.

Abridged
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The Bank’s Cost of Deposits reduced to 5.21% during the financial year 2018-19 as against 5.53% during the financial 
year 2017-18. Net Interest Income of the Bank increased to `6,773 crore from `6,517 during 2017-18 whereas Non Interest 
Income reduced to `2,413 crore from `2,623 crore during 2017-18, which was mainly due to shifting loss of `325 crore 
in the trading book. However, recovery in written off accounts improved by 35.85% over the previous year. Net Interest 
Margin (NIM) was almost flat at 2.54% vis-à-vis 2.47% during financial year 2017-18. This was mainly on account of 
reversal of interest in NPA accounts.

The Operating Profit of the Bank stood at `3,127 crore as against `2,733 crore in financial year 2017-18. However, Bank 
has incurred Net Loss of `5,641 crore as compared to Net Loss of `5,105 crore during previous financial year, primarily, 
due to higher NPA provisions, slippages/ ageing and additional provision in NCLT accounts, decline in Trading Profit 
on Investments, etc. The Bank’s Provision Coverage Ratio improved from 63.31% as on 31.03.2018 to 76.60% as on 
31.03.2019 which has strengthened the Balance Sheet. The Cost to Income ratio also improved significantly from 70.10% 
as on 31.03.2018 to 65.96% as on 31.03.2019. The Capital to Risky Asset Ratio CRAR (Basel-III) improved from 9.04% in 
FY 2018 to 9.61% in FY 2019. All these financial indicators show change in the right direction.

As on 31st March, 2019, Bank has a network of 4,659 branches, 3,966 ATMs, 10 satellite offices and 1 Extension Counter. 
The pan India presence covering all 29 States, 5 out of 6 Union Territories and NCT Delhi, 574 District Head Quarters and  
635 Districts out of 707 districts  in the country, which is a source of strength to the Bank.

excess of ten per cent of the total voting rights of all the shareholders of the Bank.

A person, whose name is recorded in the register of members or in the register of beneficial owners maintained 
by the depositories as on the cut-off date, i.e. Friday, 21st June, 2019 only shall be entitled to avail the facility of 
remote e-voting and e-voting/poll at AGM.

 IV. Any person who becomes a member of the Bank after dispatch of the Notice of the Meeting and holding shares 
as on the cut-off date i.e. Friday, 21st June 2019, may obtain the User ID and password in the manner as 
mentioned herein above.

 V. A copy of this notice has been placed on the website of the Bank and the website of CDSL.

 VI. Shri Ankur Kumar of EZY Laws, Advocates & Corporate Legal Advisors has been appointed as the Scrutinizer for 
conducting the remote e-voting process in a fair and transparent manner.

As per Basel III regulations, the Bank is required to maintain minimum Common Equity Tier-1 (CET 1) ratio of 5.50% plus 
Capital Conservation Buffer (CCB) of 2.50% in the form of equity capital, Tier 1 ratio of 9.50% and overall CRAR of 11.50% 
by March 31, 2020. The Bank will be requiring capital to meet the prescribed capital adequacy ratio (CRAR) on ongoing 
basis. Therefore, your Directors have decided to raise equity capital upto Rs. 5,000/- crore (Rupees Five Thousand 
Crore Only) through various modes such as- Follow-on-Public Issue, Rights Issue, Private Placement including Qualified 
Institutions Placements, etc. subject to approval of Government of India, Reserve Bank of India and other regulatory 
authorities and in accordance with all applicable regulations including the SEBI (ICDR) Regulations.

In the event of the issue of equity shares as aforesaid by way of Qualified Institutions Placements, it will be ensured that:

i. The relevant date for the purpose of pricing of the Equity Shares would be, pursuant to Chapter VIII of the SEBI 
(ICDR) Regulations and/or other applicable regulations, be the date of the meeting in which the Board or the Capital 
Raising Committee thereof decides to open the proposed issue of the equity shares, subsequent to the receipt of 
Members’ approval and other applicable provisions, if any of the Act and other applicable laws, rules, regulations and 
guidelines in relation to the proposed issue of equity shares;

ii. As the pricing of the offer cannot be decided except at a later stage, it is not possible to state the price of shares to 
be issued. However, the same would be in accordance with the provisions of the SEBI ICDR Regulations, the Banking 
Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970 and the Central Bank of India (Shares and Meetings) 
Regulations 1998, as amended from time to time or any other guidelines/regulations/consents as may be applicable or 
required.

iii. The issue and allotment of fully paid shares shall be made only to Qualified Institutional Buyers (QIBs) within the 
meaning of SEBI (ICDR) Regulations and the allotment shall be completed within 12 months of the date of passing the 
above Resolution;

iv. The detailed terms and conditions for the offer will be determined in consultation with the Advisors, Lead Managers 
and Underwriters and such other authority or authorities as may be required, considering the prevailing market 
conditions and other Regulatory requirements.

v. The total amount raised in such manner, including the over allotment, if any as per the terms of the issue of securities, 
would not exceed 5 times of the Bank’s net worth as per the audited Balance Sheet of the previous financial year;

vi. The Securities shall not be eligible to be transferred/ sold for a period of 1 year from the date of allotment, except on a 
recognized stock exchange or except as may be permitted from time to time by the SEBI (ICDR) Regulations.

vii. The equity shares allotted, shall rank pari passu in all respects with the existing equity shares of the Bank including 
dividend.

Your Directors have pleasure in presenting the Annual Report of the Bank along with the Audited Statement of Accounts, 
the Profit and Loss accounts and the cash flow statement for the year ended March 31, 2019.

1. PERFORMANCE HIGHLIGHTS
  Total Business of the Bank stood at `4,67,584 crore as at March 31, 2019 compared to `4,72,323 crore as at 

March 31, 2018.

  Total Deposits stood at `299855 crore in March 31, 2019 as against `294839 crore in March 31, 2018.

  Total Advances of the Bank stood at `1,67,729 crore in March 31, 2019 as against `1,77,484 crore in March 31, 
2018

  Total Income for the financial year ended March 31, 2019 was `25,052 crore as compared to `26,659 crore for the 
financial year ended March 31, 2018.

  Non-Interest Income of the Bank stood at `2,413 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2019 compared to 
`2,623 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2018.

  Operating Profit of the Bank increased to `3,127 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2019 as compared 
to `2,733 crore for the corresponding previous financial year ended March 31, 2018 showing increase of 14.42%.

  The Bank has incurred Net Loss of `5,641 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2019 as compared 
to Net Loss of `5,105 crore during previous financial year ended March 31, 2018 primarily due to higher NPA 
provisions, higher slippages/ ageing and additional provision in NCLT accounts, significant decline in Trading Profit 
on Investments etc.

  Expenses on employees decreased by `471 crore during the financial year ended March 31, 2019 to `3,566 crore 
from `4,037 crore in the previous financial year ended March 31, 2018.

  Capital Adequacy Ratio (as per Basel-II) stood at 10.13% with Tier I at 5.70% and Tier II 4.43% for the financial 
year ended March 31, 2019. Capital Adequacy Ratio (as per Basel-III) stood at 9.61% with Tier I at 7.49% and 
Tier II 2.12% for the financial year ended March 31, 2019.

  Net worth stood at `16,062.89 crore.

  MSME Advances for the Financial Year ended March 31, 2019 stood at Rs32,090 crore without PSLC and 
Investment in SIDBI and Mudra Ltd. consisting 19.13% of the total Loans & Advances.
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  Retail Loans increased to `48,666 crore in financial year ended March 31, 2019 from `48,123 crore in financial 
year ended March 31, 2018.

  Housing Loan portfolio of the Bank stood at `23,301 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2019 as against 
`21,392 crore for financial year ended March 31, 2018, registering y-o-y growth of 8.92%. Housing Loan Portfolio 
constitutes 47.88 % of the total Retail Portfolio as on March 31, 2019.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS
PART A: ECONOMIC SCENARIO
The economic growth in India might have moderated a little in 2018-19 but the country still retains the position of “one 
of the fastest growing large economies” in the world. As per the second advance estimate of Central Statistics Office, 
(released in February 2019) the GDP growth of 2018-19 came in at 7% compared to 7.2% growth in 2017-18. On the 
other hand, the global output has dwindled due to various factors like Brexit uncertainties, rise in trade tariffs, Chinese 
rebalancing, sluggish growth in Eurozone, volatility in crude prices, etc. As per the IMF’s April 2019 projections, the 
economic growth of the advance economies is forecast to moderate to 1.8% in 2019 from 2.2% in 2018 and projected to 
soften further to 1.7% in 2020.

The US economy having grown by an impressive 2.9% in 2018 is projected to moderate to 2.3% in 2019 and 1.9% in 
2020 (IMF, April 2019). The government shutdown had its impact on growth. The US Fed had increased the interest rate 
a few times in 2018; however the growth moderation is expected to see a relatively dovish monetary policy stance. The 
US GDP in March 2019 grew by 3.1% as per the second estimate of the Bureau of Economic Analysis from 2.2% growth 
in real GDP in December 2018 quarter. The inflation in the US had remained below 2% level since December 2018 till 
March 2019. The unemployment rate came below 4% in March 2019 indicating continuous improvement in the labour 
market conditions. The industrial production grew by 2.8% in March 2019. The personal consumption expenditure exhibited 
moderate growth and exports increased at a sluggish rate in the last few months due to trade tensions.

Growth in the Eurozone is projected at 1.3% in 2019 (IMF, April 2019) from 1.8% in 2018. Growth in Germany moderated 
to 1.5% in 2018 from 2.5% in 2017 due to factors like sluggish industrial growth and softening in private consumption. 
Growth in other major Eurozone economies viz. France, Spain and Italy are also expected to moderate in 2019.

After growing by a healthy rate of 1.9% in 2017; the Japanese economy slowed down to grow by 0.8% in 2018 and is 
projected to grow by 1% in 2019 (IMF, April 2019) primarily due to fiscal stimulus.

Among the emerging economies, the Chinese economy grew by 6.4% in March 2019 unchanged from December 2018. 
Economic activities in China remained muted as indicated by the manufacturing PMI which contracted for three consecutive 
months from December 2018 to February 2019 and marginally increased in March 2019. The GDP is forecast to grow by 
6.3% in 2019 (IMF, April 2019) from 6.6% in 2018.

As per the 2nd advance estimate; India’s industrial value added grew by 7.7% in 2018-19 from 5.9% in 2017-18. The 
growth rate eased in agriculture sector to 2.7% in 2018-19 (2nd advance estimate) from 5% in 2017-18. The service sector 
had registered a growth of 7.4% in 2018-19 (2nd advance estimate) from 8.1% in 2017-18.

The overall growth in core industry came in at 4.3% in 2018-19 unchanged from 2017-18. On the other hand, growth rate 
of index of industrial production stood at 4% during April-February 2018-19 vis-à-vis 4.3% during April-February 2017-18.

The retail inflation measured by consumer price index increased to 5-months high of 2.86% in March 2019. For the full 
year of 2018-19, the inflation increased by 3.4% as compared to 3.6% in 2017-18.

The interim Union Budget 2019-20 presented in February 2019 pegged the total expenditure for 2019-20 at Rs.27,84,200 
crore vis-à-vis Rs.24,57,235 crore (RE) in 2018-19. The fiscal deficit as percentage of GDP is kept at 3.4% for 2019-20 
same as in 2018-19 (RE).

Banking	industry
The banking industry has shown improvement in the asset quality with gross NPA ratio of the scheduled commercial banks 
declined from March 2018 to September 2018 as per RBI’s Financial Stability Report (December 2018). The credit growth 
of scheduled commercial banks also improved from March 2018 levels. The government has taken various initiatives to 
support the banking industry. The recapitalization bonds issued by the government will boost the banking industry.

Part- B- PERFORMANCE OF THE BANK
BUSINESS
As on March 31, 2019, the Total Business of the Bank was Rs.4,67,584 crore compared to Rs.4,72,323 crore as on March 
31, 2018. High Cost Deposits have been reduced to Rs.57 crore as on March 31, 2019 from Rs.850 crore as on March 31, 
2018.

Operating Profit of the Bank stood at Rs.3,127 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2019 as compared to Rs.2,733 
crore for financial year ended March 31, 2018. The Bank posted a Net loss of Rs.5641 crore in financial year ended March 
31, 2019 as against Net loss of Rs.5,105 crore in financial year ended March 31, 2018, on account of increased provisions.
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RESOURCE MOBILISATION
The Total Deposits as on March 31, 2019 stood at Rs.2,99,855 crore, after reduction of High Cost Deposits to the extent 
of Rs.793 crore. Saving Bank Deposits increased to Rs.1,22,139 crore with a growth of 10.52% in financial year ended 
March 31, 2019 from Rs.1,10,509 crore in financial year ended March 31, 2018. Similarly, Current Deposits increased to 
Rs.16,416 crore in financial year ended March 31, 2019 from Rs.14,687 crore in financial year ended March 31, 2018, 
registering a growth of 11.77%. The share of CASA Deposits to Total Deposits increased to 46.21% as of March 31, 2019 
as against 42.46% as of March 31, 2018. Core Term Deposits reduced by 4.77% and reached to the level of Rs.1,61,243 
crore as of March 31, 2018-19 from Rs.1,69,343 crore as of March 31, 2018.

STRATEGY AND PROGRESS OF IND AS IMPLEMENTATION IN THE BANK
As per the original Roadmap announced by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs, all Banks (except RRBs) are required to 
prepare their Financial Statements according to Ind AS for accounting period beginning from April 1, 2018 onwards with 
comparatives for the period ending March 31, 2018 or thereafter. The Bank had engaged services of an Ind AS Consultant 
and constituted a Core Ind AS Team and commenced the process of Ind AS implementation. Steering Committee headed 
by an Executive Director was formed to monitor the progress of implementation. The Board of Directors and Audit 
Committee of the Board periodically has been reviewing the progress of the same.

On April 5, 2018, the RBI in their Statement on Development and Regulatory Policies stated that necessary legislative 
amendments to make the format of financial statements, prescribed in the Third Schedule to Banking Regulation Act, 1949, 
are under consideration of the Government. In view of this and also level of preparedness of many Banks, implementation 
of Ind AS in Banks has been deferred by RBI for one year by when the necessary legislative changes were expected. In 
view of this, Ind AS were to be implemented from April 1, 2019. However, RBI vide notification dated 22.03.2019, stated 
that the legislative amendments recommended by the RBI are under consideration of the Government of India. Accordingly, 
it has been decided by RBI to defer the implementation of Ind AS till further notice. As instructed by RBI, the Bank is 
regularly submitting quarterly Proforma Ind AS Financials to RBI from June 2018.

CREDIT
Gross Advances decreased to Rs.1,67,729 crore as on March 31, 2019 from Rs.1,77,484 crore as on March 31, 2018 with 
a negative growth of 5.50% on y-o-y basis.

CREDIT MONITORING DEPARTMENT
 A well-defined Monitoring Policy, containing detailed guidelines on SMA (Special Mention Accounts) Management 

which encompasses all areas of SMA management, Early Warning Signals, Monitoring & Follow-up, Mitigating 
Measures and Reporting System is in place

 Modifications to the policy are being carried out from time to time and reviewed annually with the approval of the 
Board.

 As per Monitoring Policy guidelines, Credit Monitoring Committee (CMC) has been formed at various levels viz CO/ZO/
RO/CFB to review entire aspects of Credit Monitoring, monthly, based on Structured Agenda Items. A dedicated portal 
has been devised to report and deliberate the position on all agenda items in the CMC meeting.

 Workshops and training sessions have been conducted for nodal officers at RO/ZO with a view to update / refresh 
matters relating to credit monitoring.

 The Bank has also implemented Centralized Loan Appraisal System & Supervision (CLASS) Monitoring Module 
software for monitoring Corporate, SME, Retail and Priority Sector advances on real-time basis.

 Bank is in the process of engaging external agencies for end to end process of loan proposals including identification 
of Early Warning Signals in the borrowal account as envisaged in EASE II guidelines. This will further improve 
monitoring of the loan accounts.

 In order to broaden the ambit of Credit Audit to more accounts, the cut off limit of Credit Audit has been reduced from 
Rs 1 crore to Rs 50 lacs and the cut off limit of Pre-release audit has been reduced from Rs 5 crore to Rs 1 Crore.

 Two new Credit Information Companies, M/s Experian and M/s CRIF Highmark have been on-boarded to extract Credit 
Information Reports(CIR), to reduce the cost.

 Credit Monitoring Department is being further strengthened. All policy related to credit are to be formulated by the 
department and to conduct various credit committees at corporate office and various Management Information System 
(MIS) have also been assigned to the department.
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 As per Govt. ‘EASE’ guidelines, a separate ‘Stressed Asset Management Vertical’ (SAMV) has been established and 
all SMA 1 & SMA 2 and NPA accounts of Rs 25 crore and above are handled by this Vertical for resolution/ recovery.

 For clean and effective post sanction follow-up in large credit exposures and exposures of a specialised nature, Bank 
is in the process of availing the services of Agencies for Specialised Monitoring (ASM) on common engagement basis, 
as per the action points under EASE.

PRIORITY SECTOR CREDIT
As per RBI directives, 40% of Adjusted Net Bank Credit or Credit equivalent amount of off-balance sheet exposure, 
whichever is higher, is to be lent to priority sector. Lending under this sector is therefore, the thrust area of the Bank. We 
have focused on the growth in lending to Agriculture, MSME, Affordable Housing, Education and others which are the 
major constituents of Priority Sector.

The performance of the Bank under various segments of priority sector as on 31.03.2019 (audited) is as under:-

During the year Bank sold PSLCs worth Rs.27,436 crore under 
PS Advances and purchased PSLCs worth Rs.5,885 crore under MSME portfolio. Thus, net Sale as at the close of 
FY was Rs.21,551 crore. There is outstanding of RIDF to the tune of Rs.4,907.27 crore under Priority Sector of which 
Rs.3,075.97 crore under Agriculture as on 31.03.2019.

(ANBC) is 20.24% against the stipulated target of 18% achieved.

Performance	under	Lead	Bank
 We have the Lead Bank responsibility in 51 districts spread over in seven States viz. Madhya Pradesh(18), Bihar(10), 

Maharashtra(7), Uttar Pradesh(5), West Bengal(4), Rajasthan(3) and Chhattisgarh(4). More than 50% and about 25% 
of our total branches are located in these States and the Lead Districts respectively.

 For effective implementation of Lead Bank Scheme, the office of Lead District Managers has been sufficiently 
equipped and empowered with right kind of staffing supplement and infrastructure like separate/good premises, 
vehicles, computers/laptops (with skype installed) & printers, telephones, internet connections, e-mail id, mobile, fax, 
etc.

 To improve the public awareness about various products of bank, we have displayed some products relating to Kisan 
Credit Card, Central Artisan Credit Card, Swabhiman/Aadhar etc. relevant to the rural masses on the vehicles provided 
to LDMs.

 We have selected one village in each Lead District for inclusive growth through empowerment, skill development of 
youth and credit linkages. All developmental activities like complete implementation of Financial Literacy/Financial 
Inclusion Programmes, training unemployed rural youth in RSETIs, formation of SHG/Farmers Club/JLG, lending 
activities have been implemented to bring complete socio-economic change. This is being replicated in other selected 
villages also in lead districts.

State	Level	Bankers	Committee:
 Our Bank is the Convenor of (State Level Bankers’ Committee) SLBC in the State of Madhya Pradesh. During the 

year 2018-19, only two regular SLBC meetings were held to review and monitor the progress made in the State under 
various parameters including Government sponsored programmes by different agencies. Due to application of model 
code of conduct for Assembly and Lok Sabha Elections, the remaining two mandated meetings in the State could not 
be held in second half of the FY 2018-19.

 Due to our constant follow ups with the Banks, the state could achieve 100% targets of “Gram Swaraj Abhiyan” of the 
Government of India under PMJDY, PMSBY & PMJJBY organized from 14th April 2018 to 5th May 2018.

 Due to our constant follow ups, target under various government sponsored schemes viz. Chief Minister Self 
Employment Generation Schemes, Mudra, PMEGP, NRLM have been achieved by banks to the level of more than 
100%.

 SLBC has been continuously monitoring the performance of banks under Annual Credit Plan. This resulted in 
achievement of 94% of target of State Credit Plan during FY 2018-19.

 The CD Ratio of the State substantially improved from 74.69% as on March 31, 2018 to 80.90% as on March 31, 2019 
after including credit of Rs.10,718 crore as per “place of utilisation Norm” of RBI.

 The Ministry of Social Justice and Disability Welfare, Govt. of M.P. has been providing social security pension to 
around 38 lakh old age destitute people of the state @ Rs.600 per month through DBT. With the aim to provide easy 
access of banking facility, ‘Pension Apke Dwar’ scheme has been implemented in the State. Under this scheme, 
pension is paid on 7th day of every month through Banking Correspondents/Bank Branch so that beneficiaries do 
not have to move more than 5 km from their respective village. SLBC has been constantly monitoring progress of the 
banks in this respect.

 Our vision for the State is “An all-round and all-inclusive development of the State” through which the life of citizens 
can become prosperous and they should have opportunities for putting in their best efforts according to their potential 
and contributing to the nation’s development.
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 We are the pioneer to hold Review Conference/Workshop of all Lead District Managers of the State to discuss various 
strategies to achieve the target of ACP, action plan relating to implementation of Financial Inclusion and integrating 
their roles & responsibilities in achieving the objectives.

 During the Financial Year 2018-19, the MSME Department, Govt. of Madhya Pradesh has launched a new Scheme 
named “Mukhya Mantri Krishak Udyami Yojana” for financing Son/daughter of Agriculturists by banks for setting 
up units in industry (manufacturing)/service/ trade sectors. The financial assistance will be available for projects of 
maximum Rs.2 crore. The Scheme envisages benefits in the form of Margin Money, Interest Subsidy, Guarantee Fee, 
Entrepreneur Development Training etc.

Financial	Literacy	and	Credit	Counseling	Centre	(FLCC)
 We have opened 48 FLCCs in 7 States viz. Madhya Pradesh(18), Bihar(10), Maharashtra(7), Uttar Pradesh(5), West 

Bengal(3), Rajasthan(3) and Chhattisgarh (2).

 All these centres have conducted 41480 outdoor visits to the villages extending literacy/counselling to 435250 persons. 
Both mass campaigning and individual counselling are being done.

 Bank has provided them vehicles fitted with Public Address System and LCDs for displaying various products/schemes 
being launched by banks for bringing awareness among the masses and opportunities to them for availing benefits 
to uplift their economic status and standard of living. Besides, we provide literacy materials, kits, books etc. while 
extending counselling as also visiting villages.

Rural	Self	Employment	Training	Institutes	(RSETIs)
 Bank has established 46 RSETIs in 9 States of the country viz. Madhya Pradesh(18), Bihar(9), Maharashtra(6), Uttar 

Pradesh(5), West Bengal(3), Chhattisgarh(2), Rajasthan(1), Orissa(1) and Assam(1).

 During the year 2018-19, the RSETIs conducted 1,098 training programmes and imparted training to 31,274 
candidates. Out of this, 23,142 (i.e.74%) trainees were settled through bank credit, wage settlement and self-finance.

 Credit linkage of settled candidates achieved 13,227 i.e. 43% of total trained candidates.

Other Initiatives
 Our bank has established one Society/Trust in the name of “Central Bank of India Samajik Utthan Avam Prashikshan 

Sansthan (CBI-SUAPS)” to control & supervise the operations and functioning of RSETIs and FLCCs.

 We have formed Governing Council at Apex Level with Managing Director and Chief Executive Officer as Patron, 
Executive Director as President and General Managers as members for overall control and supervision of the affairs & 
functions of RSETIs and FLCCs.

 We have started engaging retired senior bank officials with requisite competency to act as Director, RSETI and 
Counsellor, FLCC with adequate manpower support.

 Local Advisory Committee and Training Committee have been formed at District level with the representatives from all 
local development bodies.

 We have developed a model plan common to all 46 RSETI for constructions of building, 33 RSETI Building 
constructions have been completed out of 46 RSETI Buildings and rest are in progress.

MSME DEPARTMENT

Performance	under	MICRO	Enterprises:
 Bank achieved growth of 20.24% in number of accounts under Micro Enterprises.

 Percentage of Micro credit to MSE is 37.96% without Priority Sector Lending Certificate (PSLC) & 48.65% with PSLC.

 During the Financial Year 2018-19, settlement of claims under CGTMSE is Rs.35.62 crore in 483 accounts. Claims 
approved as percentage of claims lodged in terms of accounts is 46.79%. Claims approved as percentage of claims 
lodged in terms of amount is 32.12%.

 Under PMMY Bank’s achievement is 58.28% of target given by DFS, M.O.F, Govt. of India. As against target of 
Rs.3,550 crore, the Bank achieved Rs.2,069 crore under fresh disbursements as of March 31, 2019.

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PRODUCTS and SERVICES:
1. The Bank has a number of schematic products on offer to general public catering to the distinctive requirements of the 

potential customers with clear differentiation. Bank offer all these schemes for general public catering to the distinctive 
requirements of the potential customers with clear differentiation. These products are directed towards different groups 
and for specified niche segments.

2. In order to enhance the asset quality of Retail products, certain changes were made in the schemes like Housing, 
Vehicle, Mortgage, Trade and Personal loan during the FY 2018-19.

3. For Risk mitigation the Bank revisited Retail loan products and made necessary changes during the FY 2018-2019.

 - Discontinuation of Cent Mortgage (OD) Scheme -Due to spurt increase in NPA however in respect of the existing 
OD accounts review/renewal/enhancement will continue based on Merit.

 - Education loan Upto Rs.7.50 lakh to be compulsorily opened under NCGTC scheme.

4. Centralised Credit Processing Centres (CCPCs) achieved performance Index of 40.05 % during the FY 2018-19. Total 
12476 accounts were sanctioned amounting to Rs.3,342.67 crore. Total 9,079 Housing loan accounts were sanctioned 
amounting to Rs.2,373.15 crore. More than 58% of all Housing Loans and more than 40% of Mortgage / Cent Trade / 
Education Loans were processed at CCPCs. All Retail products are processed through CLASS Module only.
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5. New Retail Loans sanctioned during the year were 1.54 lakh accounts amounting to Rs.9689 crore. In FY 2018-19, 
average number of accounts opened per month by Retail branches is 2.78 with average Ticket Size of Rs.6.28 lakh.

6. Way Forward-

 We are targeting 13.04% growth in our Retail asset portfolio for FY 2019-2020. Retail credit to total advance is 
targeted at around 30% by the end of FY 2019-20. To give boost to Retail credit, the Bank has planned scheme 
specific strategies with focus on Mortgaged based loans with low Risk Weight, i.e. Housing Loans with LTV ratio < 
80 % especially under PMAY segment, Gold Loan, and personal loan to salary & pension account holder. The Bank 
envisages Housing Loans to constitute more than 50% of the Retail Portfolio.

 For Growth of Retail Banking, the Bank has framed many strategies which include-

  Product Portfolio Rationalized: We have rationalized our retail product portfolio by reducing total retail loan 
products to 12 from extant 33 products. The products having overlapping features were consolidated. The 
products having low volume, low demand and obsolete were closed. The product rationalization was geared 
to bring them in line with current market demands, with a view to increase customer responsiveness, better 
standardization and enhance product knowledge of field functionaries.

  Change in focus from Asset Coverage to Cash Flow particularly in Cent Trade, Cent Mortgage schemes etc.

  Revamping of CCPC: end to end ownership from inspection to documentations & disbursal at CCPC.

  Marketing Vertical at ROs to Support Loan Origination.

  Revamping of CLASS: New platform with mobility & added features of digital verification of KYC, credit score, 
GSTN, ITR, online tracking of customer’s loan applications etc.

  Reduction in Turn Around Time.

  Reduction in customer complaints.

INTERNATIONAL DIVISION
 Foreign Exchange Business of the Bank is carried out through 71 Authorized Dealer (‘B” category) Branches spread 

across the country. For operational efficiency, Bank has a centralized Dealing Room at Mumbai for attainment of better 
funds management and operational efficiency.

 As on 31.03.2019, the Export Credit portfolio of the Bank reduced to Rs.5,314 crore from Rs.5,694 crore as on 
31.03.2018.

 Merchant trade foreign exchange turnover was Rs.42,995 crore in FY 2018-19 as against Rs.42,332 crore in FY 2017-
18.

 NRE Deposits increased from Rs.4,764 crore as on 31.03.2018 to Rs.4,941 crore as on 31.3.2019; an increase of 
3.72% over the previous year.

 FCNR Deposits increased from USD 220.83 million as on 31.3.2018 to USD 226.73 million as on 31.03.2019; an 
increase of 2.67% over the previous year.

TREASURY, FUNDS AND INVESTMENT
 The investment portfolio of the Bank has increased to Rs.1,29,219 crore (including Non-SLR, Non-Transferable Govt of 

India Recapitalisation Bond Rs.11,427 crore) as on 31st March, 2019 as against Rs.1,05,295 crore as on 31st March, 
2018 thereby recording an increase of 22.72% over the previous year. The ten year benchmark yield closed at 7.35% 
as on 31st March 2019 vis-à-vis 7.40% as on 31.03.2018

 During the year RBI increased the Repo rates by 0.25 % twice in June and August 2018 and reduced by 0.25% in 
February 2019 effectively bringing the rate to 6.25% and also narrowed the policy rate corridor from 0.50% to 0.25%. 
Thus the Bank rate stood raised to 6.50%.

 The Repo borrowing limit remained unchanged at 0.25% of NDTL and term repo to 0.75 % of NDTL, along with 
discretionary variable term repo and reverse repo over and above the 1% NDTL, aiming to keep the rates closer to 
repo rate. Banks are required to bid in the auction to borrow in term LAF.
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 In the volatile market and critical liquidity management situations, treasury recorded trading profit of Rs.215 crore as 
compared to previous year trading profit of Rs.576 crore. The yield on investment (excluding trading profit) increased 
from 7.07% during 2017-18 to 7.15% during 2018-19.

 In compliance with the Reserve Bank of India guidelines on shifting of securities, the Bank has transferred Central and 
State Govt. securities amounting to Rs.11950 crore from AFS to HTM and Rs.14541 crore from HTM to AFS during 
2018-19.

RISK MANAGEMENT

Risk	Management	System/Organizational	Set	Up
Risk Management systems are now well established in the Bank. Risk Management Committee of the Board of Directors 
regularly oversees the Bank’s Risk Management policies/practices under Credit, Market and Operational risks & Pillar II 
risks. The Committee reviews the policies and procedures for pricing of products and assessing the risk models relative 
to market developments and also identifies and controls new risks. The committee also regularly monitors compliance of 
various risk parameters by the concerned departments at the corporate level.

Risk	Management	Structure
 At operational level, various Committees like Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO) for Market Risk, Credit 

Risk Management Committee (CRMC) for Credit Risk and Operational Risk Management Committee (ORCO) for 
Operational Risk have been constituted comprising of members from the top management team.

 These Committees meet at regular intervals throughout the year to assess and monitor the levels of risks under 
various Bank operations and initiate appropriate mitigation measures wherever necessary.

 The Bank has identified officers in the rank of Senior Managers/Managers to act as ‘Risk Managers’ at all the Zonal/
Regional Offices. The Risk Managers act as the ‘Extended Arms’ of the Risk Management Department of the Central 
Office at the Zonal/Regional Level. The Bank has also identified officers at the senior levels in various functional 
departments of Central Office to act as ‘Nodal Officers’ to look into various aspects of control & management of risk in 
the Bank.

Market	Risk	Management
 The Mid Office reviews the market position, funding patterns and ensures compliance in terms of exposure, duration, 

counter party limits and various sensitive parameters and the reports are presented at regular intervals to the top 
management.

 The tools such as VaR and Duration analysis are used on an ongoing basis to measure and manage the risk to Bank’s 
Profit in the short run and equity value in the long run.

 A model to estimate Capital charge on trading portfolio on ongoing basis is developed and being implemented as per 
the Basel III guidelines on the Market Risk.

 The Bank has Board approved Market Risk Management Policy to monitor the market risk in the portfolio. Counter 
party limits for Treasury operation have been fixed / reviewed as per the latest standing of the counterparties.

Credit	Risk	Management
 Bank has a well-documented Integrated Risk Management Policy, which was last reviewed by the Board on 

25/02/2019.

 The Bank has procured the Rating Module from CRISIL Ltd.

 The Bank has also developed Rating Models (score card) for grading retail loans, and same is in use.
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 The developments in credit risk management are being reported and monitored by the Credit Risk Management 
Committee headed by the MD & CEO.

 As preparedness for moving to advanced approaches, bank is in the process of developing models for calculating PD, 
EAD & LGD for both Corporate & Retail portfolio.

Operational	Risk	Management
 The Operational Risk Management in the Bank is guided by a well laid down Operational Risk Management Policy.

 Operational Risk Management Committee (ORCO) reviews the risk profile of the Bank on quarterly intervals and the 
oversight by the Board of Directors strengthens the qualitative aspects related to Operational Risk.

 Bank is developing models and building up qualitative and quantitative information for applying to RBI towards 
graduating to Advanced Measurement Approach. New Product Approval Policy Framework guides the Bank in 
mitigating the risks associated with new products or activities.

 The fraud risk management in the Bank is guided by Fraud Risk Management Policy. The Bank mitigates its fraud risk 
through fraud sensitization programmes conducted at field level and training centers.

 Bank is in the process of implementation of Enterprise Wide Fraud Detection, Monitoring and Prevention solution 
(EFRMS) which will monitor suspicious pattern across transactions, events, users, accounts and systems in real time/ 
near real time.

Capital Planning
Bank has a robust ICAAP (Internal Capital Adequacy Assessment Process) in place. Bank has framed its risk appetite 
framework and intends to maintain capital ratios over and above the minimum requirements as per Basel III norms. Review 
of the capital vis a vis the estimates are undertaken on a quarterly basis.

Asset & Liability Management Systems
 ALM mainly deals with measuring and managing the liquidity and Interest rate risk of the bank with an objective of 

profit maximization. ALCO (Asset & Liability Committee) met 20 times during the year to review the position of the 
bank with regard to liquidity and other related matters.

 Besides regulatory reporting, ALM is also engaged in Interest determination on Deposits as well as Base rate and 
MCLR fixation. During the year 2018-19, revision was made three (03) times in deposit interest rates, Base rate was 
reviewed four (04) times and MCLR was reviewed Twelve (12) times.

 In terms of new RBI guidelines Bank has started calculating LCR (Liquidity Coverage Ratio) effective from 1st 
Jan’2015 on a monthly basis & the ratio is well above the threshold limit (i.e. 100% for 2019) fixed by RBI. The 
average LCR for FY 2018-19 is 279.83 (Audted).

Implementation	of	Basel	III	Guidelines
 Reserve Bank of India has issued updated master circular on implementation of the New Capital Adequacy Framework 

in July 2015. As per the guidelines, the Bank has adopted Basel III norms and provided capital as per Standardized 
Approach for Credit Risk, Basic Indicator Approach for Operational Risk and Standardized Duration method for Market 
Risk.

 Bank is in the process of implementation of IRMS (Integrated Risk Management Solution) for moving to Advanced 
Approaches.

 All necessary policies such as Credit Risk Management Policy, Operational Risk Management policy, Market Risk 
Management Policy, Credit Risk Mitigation and Collateral Management Policy, Market Discipline and Disclosures 
Policy, ICAAP etc are in place duly approved by the Board.

 Bank is undertaking the necessary steps to graduate to IRB (Internal Rating Based) Approach.

STRATEGY TO IMPROVE CAPITAL ADEQUACY
As per Basel III regulations, the Bank is required to maintain minimum Common Equity Tier-1 (CET 1) ratio of 5.50% plus 
Capital Conservation Buffer (CCB) of 2.50% in the form of equity capital, Tier 1 ratio of 9.50% and overall CRAR of 11.50% 
by March 31, 2020. The Bank will be requiring capital to meet the prescribed capital adequacy ratio (CRAR) on ongoing 
basis. Following steps are being taken by the Bank to improve Capital Adequacy norms:
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I. The Bank has intends to raise equity capital upto Rs. 5,000/- crore (Rupees Five Thousand Crore Only) through 
various modes such as Follow-on-Public Issue, Rights Issue, Private Placement including Qualified Institutions 
Placements, etc. subject to approval of Government of India, Reserve Bank of India and other regulatory authorities 
and in accordance with all applicable regulations including the SEBI (ICDR) Regulations. The enhanced capital will be 
utilized for the general business purposes of the Bank.

II. Bank has consciously brought down the Credit Risk RWA/Total Advances Ratio from 80.34% in March 2018 to 71.91% 
in March 2019. Bank is making efforts to reduce the RWA by undertaking a number of capital optimization measures.

 i. Bank has shifted its focus from corporate lending to RAM (Retail, Agriculture and MSME). Our corporate loan 
portfolio has reduced from 37% in March 2018 to 31% in March 2019.

 ii. With regards to corporate loan book, bank is taking necessary steps to reduce the exposure to BB and below 
rated borrowers as these attract higher risk weights. As a result of this, bank’s exposure to BB and below rate 
accounts has reduced from 44% of total corporate advances in March 2018 to 34% in March 2019.

 iii. In the retail segment, the Bank is focusing on low RWA by increasing its exposure in housing loan, gold loan, 
education loan, CGTMSE guaranteed loans etc.

 iv. Through focused approach towards resolution of NPA accounts, the Bank shall be ensuring substantial recovery 
and upgradation of NPAs to Performing Assets which will entail in write back of provisions thereby improving the 
Tier 1 Capital.

 v. The focus in the Financial Year 2019-20 will be to book quality advances and investments to increase the earnings 
thereby improving the Tier 1 Capital.

RECOVERY DEPARTMENT
The Bank has a well-defined Recovery Policy containing detailed guidelines for NPA Management. It encompasses all 
areas of NPA Management, Monitoring and Follow-up measures, Compromise settlements, Staff Accountability, SARFAESI 
Act, Appointment of Recovery/Enforcement Agencies, Sale of Assets to ARCs, Wilful Defaulters, One Time Settlement 
(OTS) Schemes. The Policy is reviewed from time to time to incorporate the latest changes/developments in economy 
and trends in NPA Resolution/Management. The Bank launched Non Discretionary and Non Discriminatory (NDND) OTS 
Scheme in Q4.

1. During the year 2018-19, though there was Cash Recovery of Rs.5,718 crore (inclusive of Recovery in written off 
accounts Rs.557 crore) and Up-gradation of Rs.567 crore aggregating to Rs.6,285 crore, the performance was 
impacted by fresh accretion of some high value NPA accounts. (27 accounts of Rs.50 crore and above amounting to 
Rs.3,180 crore).

  Gross NPA level has decreased from Rs.38,131 crore as on 31.03.2018 to Rs.32,356 crore as on 31.03.2019 i.e. 
by Rs.5,775 crore.

  Net NPA has decreased from Rs.17,378 crore as on 31.03.2018 to Rs.11,333 crore as on 31.03.2019 i.e. by 
Rs.6,045 crore.

  Gross NPA percentage and Net NPA percentage have decreased from 21.48% to 19.29% and from 11.10% to 
7.73% respectively.

  Cash Recovery has increased substantially from Rs.2,403 crore in FY 2018 to Rs.5,161 crore in FY 2019 
(114.77%).

  Cash Recovery in Written off accounts has increased from Rs.410 crore in FY 2018 to Rs.557 crore in FY 2019 
(35.85%).

2. 4 One Time Settlement (OTS) schemes were introduced in the FY 2018-19. The schemes had got good response and 
sizeable number of NPA accounts were settled under the schemes. Total Cash Recovery through OTS in FY 2018-19 
was Rs.1,425.66 crore.

3. During the year, Bank sold 6 NPA Accounts to Asset Recovery Companies (ARCs) under Swiss Challenge Method on 
100% Cash basis thereby recovering Rs.1,405.55 crore resulting in reduction in NPA to the extent of Rs.3,618 crore 
and write back of provisions of Rs.540.66 crore.

4. Recovery in NPA accounts was major thrust area for the year 2018-19. The movement of NPA is being monitored 
closely by our executives on daily basis. The recovery in NPA accounts through legal actions and action under 
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SARFAESI are being reviewed during review meetings on regular basis and video conferences are being held with 
RMs and ZMs on monthly basis.

5. All NPA accounts above Rs.5.00 crore are discussed with the field functionaries. Necessary guidelines are issued 
accordingly. Recovery action is initiated by Regional Managers, Zonal Managers in the accounts. Progress made in 
the NPA accounts were reviewed in video conferences held on monthly basis. The Accounts are assigned to Zonal 
Coordinators at Central Office for regular follow up.

6. Recovery Camps are being organized every day. In such camps, recovery in written off accounts is also a part of this 
Recovery Drive.

7. Asset Recovery Branches (ARBs) are being closely monitored to improve the Recovery performance.

8. National Lok Adalat at District level being organized on quarterly basis with active participation of ROs/ZOs and Law 
Officer.

Insurance services are provided by our Bank under Corporate Agency of Life Insurance Corporation of India (LIC) for life 
insurance and Chola MS General Insurance Company for non-life insurance products.

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DEPOSITORY SERVICES
Bank is a Depository Participant with arrangement with Central Depository Services Limited (CDSL). All the operations are 
centralized and the services are offered through the nodal branch, Capital Market Services Branch located at Fort, Mumbai. 
The branches in major centres facilitate opening of the accounts, pledge of shares and dematerialization of physical 
securities. Bank is having around 28585 Demat account holders.

Capital Market Services Branch in Mumbai offers capital market facilities such as ASBA, Demat, Clearing Bank, Payment 
of Dividend Warrants and Credit/Guarantee facilities to Brokers etc. and is the controlling branch for Demat and ASBA.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY

1. CORE BANKING SOLUTION
  The Bank achieved 100% coverage of branches under Core Banking Solution (CBS) in December’2010.

  The Bank has put in place a state-of-the-art IT infrastructure and has automated the business processes to ensure 
operational efficiency and promptness of the services to the customers.

  Updation/ augmentation of existing computing resources viz. hardware, networking, software, security and other 
associated requirements are in process in tune with future business projections and other statutory and security 
obligations.

  Bank has setup a Disaster Recovery Centre and is conducting regular DR Drills as per regulatory guidelines in 
line with Bank’s policy.

  Policies and Procedures have been put in place and adhered to safeguard the interest of the Bank and the 
customers.

  Bank has implemented Near Site to ensure Business continuity with Zero Data loss.

  New functionalities are being implemented in CBS as per requirements on an on-going basis.

  Bank is in the process to implement Data Archival of CBS for storage and performance optimization.

2. NETWORK & CONNECTIVITY
  Bank’s Corporate Network covers 4732 locations consisting of branches, extension counters, ARBs and 

administrative offices.

  Bank has also tied up with multiple service providers for procurement of 2 Mbps Wired/ Wireless/ RF/ VSAT links 
either as primary or as backup depending upon the feasibility and requirements.

  Bank has upgraded almost all the primary links to 2Mbps and above. The backup links at 78% of the total 
locations have been upgraded to 512 kbps and above, which includes 500+ BSNL VSATs, 500+ Airtel VSATs and 
300+ Hughes VSATs.

  Bank is in the process to procure BSNL LL/ 2 Mbps RF/ 3G/ 4G to provide higher bandwidth backup link at the 
remaining 22% locations and replace the existing backup VSATs,

  Constant monitoring and controls are introduced for maintaining almost 100% uptime during branch working hours.

  Bank has procured and installed/ commissioned new generation firewall, Web Application firewall at DC & DR 
to enhance the security. Bank has also procured firewall for third party locations and is in the process to install/ 
commission the same.

  To enhance the state of art network infrastructure Bank has procured Top of Rack (ToR) switches, Server load 
balancer, Network Behaviour Analysis tool at DC & DR.

  Separate group has been created for corporate users to enjoy facility of tax payment. Additional facility of view 
only Admin launched for enquiry and support purpose, CBDT module has been revamped to facilitate high volume 
Tax collection through INB, Integration with Rajasthan Payment portal for online tax collection. Integration with 
Bihar State Treasury Portal (CTMIS) for collection of taxes through INB

  Revamping of IMPS setup with extension of facility to Branches.

  IRCTC ticket booking, e-Freight for on-line Railway Freight booking by corporate customers etc. RTGS/ NEFT 
facility is also available through Internet Banking and NEFT functionality is currently available 24*7 through INB 
including Bulk upload for Corporate (Non personal) INB customers.

7. SMA-NPA TRACKER
  SMA-NPA Tracker solution has been implemented in our Bank facilitating the field functionaries to ensure better

 This is a new initiative by NPCI to address the concerns of Bill payment business. Our Bank has got regulatory licence 

to participate as an operating Unit under this initiative and same is under implementation. The BBPS website has been 
launched successfully and the product shall be offered through INB and Mobile Banking shortly.

9. SMS BANKING/ ALERTS
 SMS banking setup provides account information to the customers with real-time alerts on business transactions 

carried out by them. Informational SMS alerts are also sent for maintaining control and monitoring by Branch 
Managers and higher officials to enable them to monitor critical activities of branches for better housekeeping and 
maintenance of accounts including monitoring of NPA.

10. MISSED CALL ALERTS
  This facility is available to our CASA customers, whereby customers receive SMS regarding balance and last 

three transactions free of cost by giving missed call to 9555244442 and 9555144441 respectively. Bank has 
received appreciation from Indian Banks’ Association for this customer initiative.

  The facility has been upgraded to provide account balances and mini-statement for multiple accounts of the same 
customer.

AUDIT AND INSPECTION
Branches of the Bank are subjected to Risk Based Internal Audit (RBIA) through Internal Auditors and Risk Rating is 
awarded to each branch as per Composite Risk Matrix. Accordingly out of total 4,659 branches, 4,449 Branches were 
subjected to RBIA & Branches were rated in FY 2018-19. Overall there were 3106 branches placed under Medium Risk 
Rating, 1,449 branches with Low Risk Rating, 90 branches with High Risk Rating and 3 branches under Very High Risk as 
on 31.03.2019. No branch of the Bank is rated under Extremely High Risk category.

During FY 2018-19, 33 Regional Offices, 12 Zonal Offices and 9 Central Office Departments were subjected to 
Management Audit.

As on 31.03.2019, 819 General Branches/ 23 SSBs/ 9 CCPCs/ 4 CO Departments totaling 855 branches/ departments 
were covered under Concurrent Audit by the firms of Chartered Accountants/ Bank officials. All 7 Corporate Finance 
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branches and 5 Exceptionally Large branches are under concurrent audit by Bank’s own official of Senior Management 
Grade. Around 54.57% of total business of the Bank and 64.38% of aggregate advances as of 31.03.2019 are covered 
under Concurrent Audit. Concurrent Audit assignment was awarded to 843 Chartered Accountant Firms, out of which 412 
firms are RBI Category I, 290 are category II, 110 are category III and 31 are RBI Category IV firms.

Bank conducts annual revenue checking exercise from 1st March to 10th March every year through firms of Chartered 
Accountants, Internal Auditors and other officials to ensure booking of legitimate income in the books of Bank.

In compliance to RBI directives, Legal Audit in 374 eligible accounts has been carried out during 01.04.2018 to 31.12.2018 
and re-verification of title deeds was done with relevant authorities.

Bank ensures strict compliance culture at branches through periodic inspections and audits. Bank also conducts 
Compliance Audit on random basis to ensure correctness of audit compliance submitted by auditee branches. During FY 
2018-19, 361 branches were subjected to compliance audit.

Bank is also under Offsite Monitoring system to monitor the transactions at branches, above the threshold limits fixed under 
various scenarios. Presently alerts are generated on 89 scenarios.

Bank had also conducted special audit of swift messages sent by its AD branches and no irregularity was observed.

Bank also conducts KYC compliance audits in addition to coverage in regular audits.

Report on Audit of the Standalone Financial Statements

Opinion
1. We have audited the accompanying Standalone Financial Statements of Central Bank of India (‘the Bank’) which 

comprise	 the	Balance	Sheet	as	at	March	31,	2019,	 the	Profit	and	Loss	Account	and	the	Cash	Flow	Statement	 for	 the	
year	 then	 ended,	 and	 notes	 to	 the	 Standalone	 Financial	 Statements,	 including	 a	 summary	 of	 significant	 accounting	
policies	 and	 other	 explanatory	 information	 in	 which	 are	 included	 the	 Returns	 for	 the	 year	 ended	 on	 that	 date	 of	 20	
branches audited by us and 2549 branches audited by other statutory auditors. The branches audited by us and those 
audited by other auditors have been selected by the bank in accordance with the guidelines issued to the bank by 
the	Reserve	Bank	of	 India.	Also	 included	 in	the	Balance	sheet	and	Profit	and	Loss	Account	are	the	returns	from	2090	
branches which have not been subjected to audit. These Unaudited branches account for 9.75 percent of advances, 
27.61	per	cent	of	deposit,	5.90	per	cent	of	interest	income	and	25.17	per	cent	of	Interest	expenses.

2.	 In	 our	 opinion	 and	 to	 the	 best	 of	 our	 information	 and	 according	 to	 the	 explanations	 given	 to	 us,	 the	 aforesaid	
Standalone Financial Statements give the information required by the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 in the manner so 
required for bank and are in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India and give:

	 a.	 true	and	fair	view	in	case	of	the	Balance	sheet,	of	the	state	of	affairs	of	the	Bank	as	at	March	31,	2019;

	 b.	 true	balance	of	loss,	in	case	of	Profit	and	Loss	account	for	year	ended	on	that	date;	and

	 c.	 true	and	fair	view	of	cash	flows	in	case	of	the	Cash	Flow	Statement	for	the	year	ended	as	on	that	date.

Basis for Opinion
3. We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) issued by Institute of Chartered 

Accountants of India (ICAI). Our responsibilities under those Standards are further described in the Auditors’ 
Responsibilities for the Audit of the Standalone Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the 
Bank in accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the ICAI together with the ethical requirements that are relevant 
to our audit of the Standalone Financial Statements under the provisions of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 and 
we	have	 fulfilled	our	other	ethical	 responsibilities	 in	accordance	with	 these	 requirements	and	 the	Code	of	Ethics.	We	
believe	that	the	audit	evidence	we	have	obtained	is	sufficient	and	appropriate	to	provide	a	basis	for	our	opinion.

Key Audit Matters
4.	 Key	 audit	matters	 are	 those	matters	 that,	 in	 our	 professional	 judgment,	were	 of	most	 significance	 in	 our	 audit	 of	 the	

Standalone	 Financial	 Statements	 for	 the	 year	 ended	March	 31,	 2019.	 These	matters	 were	 addressed	 in	 the	 context	
of our audit of the Standalone Financial Statements as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon, and we do not 
provide a separate opinion on these matters. We have determined the matters described below to be the key audit 
matters to be communicated in our report.
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Key Audit Matters Auditors’ Response

1. Loans & Advances
Identification	 and	 provisioning	 of	 Non	 performing	
advances made in accordance with the prudential 
norms prescribed by Reserve Bank of India on Income 
recognition,	 Asset	 Classification	 and	 provisioning	
pertaining to Advances. (refer Schedule 9 read with Note 
5	of	Schedule	17	to	the	financial	statements)

Advances comprise a substantial portion of the Bank’s 
total	 assets.	 The	 management	 exercises	 significant	
judgment	 in	 the	 asset	 classification	 and	 provisioning.	
and valuation of the security involves high degree of 
estimation and judgment, the carrying value of the 
advances could be materially misstated either individually 
or collectively, and in view of the materiality of advances 
to	 the	 total	 assets,	 the	 classification	 of	 the	 advances	
and provisioning thereon has been considered by us as 
a	 key	 audit	 matter.	 Identification	 of	 such	 non-performing	
advances is carried out in the Bank, based on system 
identification,	 by	 the	 Core	 Banking	 Solution	 (CBS)	
software in operation based on the various controls and 
logic embedded therein.

The	 management	 also	 exercises	 significant	 judgment	 in	
adherence to the IRAC norms and adequate provisioning 
in required cases.

Our audit approach included testing the design, operating 
effectiveness	 of	 internal	 controls	 and	 substantive	 audit	
procedures in respect of income recognition, asset 
classification	 and	provisioning	 pertaining	 to	 advances.	 In	
particular:

•	 we	 have	 evaluated	 and	 understood	 the	 Bank’s	
internal control system in adhering to the relevant 
RBI guidelines regarding income recognition, 
asset	 classification	 and	 provisioning	 pertaining	 to	
advances;

•	 we	 have	 analyzed	 and	 understood	 key	 IT	 systems/	
applications	 used	 operational	 effectiveness	 of	
relevant controls, including involvement of manual 
process and manual controls in relation to income 
recognition,	 asset	 classification	 and	 provisioning	
pertaining	to	advances	;

In	 order	 to	 ensure	 the	 effectiveness	 of	 the	 operation	 of	
the key controls and compliance to the directions of the 
RBI	 in	 this	 regards,	we	 have	 verified	whether	 both	CBS	
system and the management have,

(a) timely recognised the depletion in the value of 
available	security;

(b) made adequate provisioning based on such time 
to	 time	 monitoring	 and	 identification	 of	 asset	
classification.

We placed reliance upon the Independent Auditors’ 
Report of the Statutory Branch Auditors’ as well as all 
MOCs both at branches as well as at H.O.level.

Reliance also placed on the Audit Reports of the 
Statutory Branch Auditors with respect to income 
recognition,	asset	classification	and	provisioning.

The results of our audit process were observed to be 
adequate and satisfactory, considering the materiality.

2. Investments
Investment portfolio of the bank comprises of 
Investments in Government Securities, Bonds, 
Debentures, Shares, Security Receipts and other 
Approved	 Securities	 which	 are	 classified	 under	 three	
categories, Held to Maturity, Available for Sale and Held 
for Trade. Investment also comprise, a substantial portion 
of the Bank’s total assets.

Valuation	of	 Investments,	 identification	of	Non-performing	
Investments (NPI) and the corresponding non-recognition 
of income and provision thereon, is carried out in 
accordance with the relevant circulars / guidelines / 
directions of RBI. (refer Schedule 8 read with Note 3 of 
Schedule	17	to	the	financial	statements)

Our audit approach towards Investments with reference 
to the RBI circulars / directives included the review and 
testing	 of	 the	 design,	 operating	 effectiveness	 of	 internal	
controls and substantive audit procedures in relation to 
valuation,	 classification,	 identification	 of	 Non	 Performing	
Investments, provisioning / depreciation related to 
Investments. In particular,

- We assessed and understood the system and 
internal control as laid down by the Bank to comply 
with relevant RBI guidelines regarding valuation, 
classification,	 identification	 of	 Non	 Performing	
Investments, Provisioning and depreciation on 
Investments.
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The valuation of each type of aforesaid security is to be 
carried out as per the methodology prescribed in the 
circulars and directives issued by the RBI which involves 
collection of data/ information from various sources such 
as	 FBIL	 rates,	 rates	 quoted	 on	 BSE/	 NSE,	 financial	
statements of unlisted companies, NAV in case of 
security receipts etc.

As per the RBI directions, there are certain investments 
that are valued at market price however certain 
investments are based on the valuation methodologies 
that include statistical models with inherent assumptions, 
assessment	 of	 price	 for	 valuation	 based	 on	 financial	
statements etc. The price discovered for the valuation 
of these Investments is only a fair assessment of the 
Investments.

Hence the valuation of Investments requires special 
attention	 and	 further	 in	 view	 of	 the	 significance	 of	 the	
amount	 of	 Investments	 in	 the	 financial	 statements,	 the	
same has been considered as Key Audit Matter in our 
audit.

- For selected sample of investments, tested accuracy 
and compliance with the RBI Master circulars and 
directions by re-performing valuation for each 
category of security in accordance with the RBI 
guidelines.

- We assessed and evaluated the process of 
identification	 of	NPIs,	 and	 corresponding	 reversal	 of	
income and creation of provision.

- We carried out substantive audit procedures to re-
compute independently the provision to be created 
and depreciation to be provided.

The results of our audit process were observed to be 
adequate and satisfactory considering the materiality of 
the transactions.

3. Information technology (IT) systems used in 
financial reporting process
The	Bank’s	operational	and	financial	 reporting	processes	
are dependent on IT systems run through Core Banking 
Solutions (CBS) and other integrated software with 
automated processes and controls large volume of 
transactions.

The process and controls are to ensure appropriate user 
access and management processes in use.

Bank has an in house Department of Information & 
technology (DIT) run under the supervision of the top 
management	 and	 with	 the	 support	 of	 expert	 consulting	
agencies, for maintaining IT services.

Accordingly, our audit was focused on key IT systems 
and	controls	due	to	the	pervasive	 impact	on	the	financial	
statements and the same has been considered as Key 
Audit Matter in our audit.

We	 conducted	 an	 assessment	 and	 identified	 key	 IT	
applications, database and operating systems that 
are	 relevant	 to	 our	 audit	 and	 have	 identified	 CBS	 and	
Treasury	 System	 primarily	 as	 relevant	 for	 financial	
reporting. For the key IT systems pertaining to CBS 
and treasury operations used to prepare accounting 
and	 financial	 information,	 our	 areas	 of	 audit	 focus	
included Access Security (including controls over 
privileged access), application change controls, database 
management and network operations. In particular:

•	 we	 obtained	 an	 understanding	 of	 the	 Bank’s	 IT	
control environment and key changes during the 
audit period that may be relevant to the audit.

•	 we	 tested	 the	 design,	 implementation	 and	 operating	
effectiveness	 of	 the	 Bank’s	 General	 IT	 controls	
over	 the	 key	 IT	 systems	 that	 are	 critical	 to	 financial	
reporting. This included evaluation of Bank’s controls 
to evaluate segregation of duties and access rights 
being	provisioned	/	modified	based	on	duly	approved	
requests,	 access	 for	 exit	 cases	 being	 revoked	 in	 a	
timely manner.

•	 we	also	 tested	key	automated	and	manual	business	
cycle controls and logic for system generated 
reports	 relevant	 to	 the	 audit;	 including	 testing	 of	
compensating controls or performed alternate 
procedures to assess whether there were any 
unaddressed IT risks that would materially impact 
the	 financial	 statements.	 Information	 other	 than	 the	
Financial Statements and Auditors’ Report thereon.

The results of our audit process were observed to be 
adequate and satisfactory.
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Information other than the financial statements and Auditors’ report thereon
5. The Bank’s Board of Directors is responsible for the other information. The other information comprises the Directors’ 

Report	including	annexure,	the	Corporate	Governance	Report	and	Management	Discussion	and	Analysis,	but	does	not	
include	the	Standalone	Financial	Statements	and	our	Auditors’	Report	thereon.	The	other	information	is	expected	to	be	
made available to us after the date of this Auditors’ Report.

 Our opinion on the Standalone Financial Statements does not cover the other information and the Basel III disclosure, 
we	will	not	express	any	form	of	assurance	conclusion	thereon.

 In connection with our audit of the Standalone Financial Statements, our responsibility is to read the other information 
identified	 above	 when	 it	 becomes	 available	 and,	 in	 doing	 so,	 consider	 whether	 the	 other	 information	 is	 materially	
inconsistent with the Standalone Financial Statements or our knowledge obtained in the audit, or otherwise appears to 
be materially misstated.

 When we read the other information, if we conclude that there is material misstatement therein, we are required to 
communicate the matter to those charged with governance and determine the actions under the applicable laws and

This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records in 
accordance with the provisions of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Bank and for preventing and detecting 
frauds	 and	 other	 irregularities;	 selection	 and	 application	 of	 appropriate	 accounting	 policies;	 making	 judgments	 and	
estimates	that	are	reasonable	and	prudent;	and	design,	implementation	and	maintenance	of	adequate	internal	financial	
controls,	 that	 were	 operating	 effectively	 for	 ensuring	 the	 accuracy	 and	 completeness	 of	 the	 accounting	 records,	
relevant to the preparation and presentation of the Standalone Financial Statements that give a true and fair view and 
are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

measures, control and manages risk within the limits set by the Board and enforces compliance with risk parameters set 
by various committees. The General Manager is assisted by Deputy General Manager and a team of Assistant General 
Managers, Chief Managers, Senior Managers and Managers.

At	all	Zonal	offices	and	Regional	office,	Risk	Managers	are	posted	who	act	as	an	extended	arm	of	 the	Risk	Management	
Department	of	Central	Office.

The bank has in place various policies such as Credit Risk Management Policy, Credit Risk Mitigation and Collateral 
Management Policy, ICAAP and Stress testing policy, Market Discipline & Disclosure policy, Operational risk policy, ALM 
policy, Market risk management Policy etc.

Besides these, the Loan Policy prescribing broad parameters governing loan functions, guidelines on appraisal and 
evaluation	 of	 credit	 proposals,	 lending	 powers	 of	 delegated	 authorities’	 exposure	 norms,	 prudential	 limits	 and	measures,	
monitoring and controlling the credit portfolio is also in place.

The Credit Monitoring Department headed by General Manager monitors the loan portfolio, identify special mention 
accounts and take corrective measures. Loan review mechanism is also carried out by the department apart from 
processing and monitoring of accounts under CDR mechanism.

The bank has introduced rating models for various segments of borrowers including retail lending schemes which 
measures the risk associated with counterparties and helps in credit and pricing decisions. In case of large borrowers, 
credit	risk	assessment	models	evaluate	financial	risk,	Industry	risk,	Management	risk	and	business	risk	of	the	counter	party	
and each of these risks are scored separately then overall rating is accorded to the counter party. Facility rating module 
is also available in the rating tool. Where parental support is available the same is also factored in rating, if corporate 
guarantee is available to the borrower.
