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CHAIRMAN AND MANAGING DIRECTOR’s MESSAGE

Dear Shareholder,

The Financial Year 2014-15 has been a year of consolidation for the Bank. Growth has been moderated to align it with the
market scenario. The Bank strategized its focus on business segments like Agriculture, SME & Retail Advances, which has
started yielding results during the year.

Growth prospects of major economies, though look brighter for the year ahead, continue to be subdued in the near term
outlook. Developing countries are widely expected to have a better year ahead given the soft oil prices, low global interest
rates and a stronger US economy. While growth in China is slowing down to the official target of around 7%, India is set to
grow faster in the next two years.

In a major development, the Central Statistics Office, Government of India released the new GDP series shifting the base year
to 2011-12 from 2004-05. The new series deploys improved methodologies and uses more data thereby bringing India on par
with international standards of GDP estimation. Using the new estimate, the GDP growth of the country for 2015-16 at market
prices is expected to be in the range of 8.1 to 8.5%. The Economic Survey published by Government of India, however, takes
a balanced view of the growth estimate and states thus in the report: “The balance of evidence and caution counsel in favour
of an interpretation of a recovering rather than surging Indian economy” .

The series of policy measures undertaken by the Government, ongoing moderation in inflation and the prospects of a softer
interest rate regime would provide necessary impetus for reviving industrial production and domestic consumption. Prospects
of recovery and growth, therefore, offer reasons to be optimistic about sustainable growth in all business segments.

During the Financial Year 2014-15, Business of the Bank increased to Rs 4,50,539 crore from Rs 4,23,390 crore in Financial
Year 2013-14 registering a growth of 6.41%. The Deposit and Credit growth of the Bank stood at 6.46% and 6.35% respectively.
The CASA share as a percentage of Total Deposits stood at 34.05% as against 33.33% in Financial Year 2013-14. To ensure
profitable growth in Business, High Cost Deposits have been shed considerably. The share of high cost deposits as a
proportion of Total deposits has been reduced to 10.73% as on Mar-2015 from as high as 21.84% as on March-2014. This is
well reflected in growth of Aggregate Core Deposits at 21.59 %.

The operating profit of the Bank increased to Rs 3559 crore from Rs 3238 crore in Financial Year 2013-14 registering a growth
of 9.91%. Further, Bank posted Net profit of Rs. 606 crore as against a Net Loss of Rs (1263) crore in previous year.

The Bank’s Cost of Deposits reduced to 7.22% from 7.24% in Financial Year 2013-14, the Net Interest Income of the Bank
increased to Rs 7247 crore from Rs 6494 crore in Financial Year 2013-14 registering a growth of 11.60%. The Other Income
or Fee — based Income of the Bank has reduced to Rs 1894 crore from Rs 1923 crore in Financial Year 2013-14.
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Asset Quality has been the concern of the Bank for last couple of years. The percentage of Gross NPA to Gross Advances
reduced to 6.09% from 6.27% in Financial Year 2013-14 and percentage of Net NPA to Net Advances reduced to 3.61%
from 3.75% in Financial Year 2013-14. This is on account of stress in some sectors like Infrastructure, Textiles, Iron & Steel,

Engineering & Manufacturing, Gems & Jwellery etc. Your Bank has been proactive in respect of NPA Management and shall
continue its effort to contain the percentage Gross NPA below 5.25% and Net NPA below 2.20% for Financial Year 2015-16.

Bank is fully engaged in inclusive growth through various Financial Inclusion initiatives to reach ‘the last mile’ of economy. The
Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) programme of the government is being implemented in various districts out of which we are
lead bank in eight districts .Further progress in these districts and in new districts will be made during the FY-2015-16. This
programme paves the way for the Bank to canvass more CASA Deposits and also for Credit Expansion. Further, Bank has
successfully implemented ‘Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojna’ and have opened around 57,17,895 accounts as on 31t March,
2015.

A Bank with 4689 branches as on March 2015, of which 2/3 rd of the Branches are in rural and semi urban areas and 3677
Ultra Small Branches shall continue to position itself as a Retail Bank. Your Bank shall be ensuring that the retail and priority
sector portfolios grow much faster than they have been so far.

I am happy to present the Annual Report of the Bank for the year ended 31t March 2015.

Shareholders other than the Government of India hold 18.5401% of the equity share capital of the Bank. As per Section
9(3)(i) of the Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertaking) Act, 1970, Board of Directors of Central
Bank of India shall include two directors representing the shareholders of the Bank (other than the Central Government).
Accordingly, two directors are required to be elected by the shareholders other than Central Government to fill up the
aforesaid vacancies.

Therefore, an item of agenda is included in the Notice for the AGM to pass necessary resolution for election of
two directors representing the shareholders of the Bank.

The shareholders (other than the Central Government) are therefore entitled to send their nominations as per the procedure
detailed in the Act, Regulation Act, Scheme, Regulations, Notification, the relevant provisions of which are indicated
hereunder.

(iii) any company [not being a subsidiary of the banking company or a company registered under section 25 of
the Companies Act, 1956 (1 of 1956), or a Government company] of which or the subsidiary or the holding
company of which] any of the directors of the banking company is a director, managing agent, manager,
employee or guarantor or in which he holds substantial interest, or

(iv) any individual in respect of whom any of its directors is a partner or guarantor.

(2) Where any loan or advance granted by a banking company is such that a commitment for granting it could not have been
made if clause (b) of sub-section (1) had been in force on the date on which the loan or advance was made, or is granted
by a banking company after the commencement of section 5 of the Banking Laws (Amendment) Act, 1968 (58 of 1968),
but in pursuance of a commitment entered into before such commencement, steps shall be taken to recover the amounts
due to the banking company on account of the loan, or advance together with interest, if any, due thereon within the
period stipulated at the time of the grant of the loan or advance, or where no such period has been stipulated, before the
expiry of one year from the commencement of the said section 5:

Provided that the Reserve Bank may, in any case, on an application in writing made to it by the banking company in this
behalf, extend the period for the recovery of the loan or advance until such date, not being a date beyond the period of
three years from the commencement of the said section 5, and subject to such terms and conditions, as the Reserve
Bank may deem fit: Provided further that this sub-section shall not apply if and when the director concerned vacates the
office of the director of the banking company, whether by death, retirement, resignation or otherwise.

(3) No loan or advance, referred to in sub-section (2), or any part thereof shall be remitted without the previous approval of
the Reserve Bank, and any remission without such approval shall be void and of no effect.

(4) Where any loan or advance referred to in sub-section (2), payable by any person, has not been repaid to the banking
company within the period specified in that sub-section, then such person shall, if he is a director of such banking
company on the date of the expiry of the said period, be deemed to have vacated his office as such on the said date.

Explanation. — In this section—

(a) “loans or advance” shall not include any transaction which the Reserve Bank may, having regard to the nature of the
transaction, the period within which, and the manner and circumstances in which, any amount due on account of the
transaction is likely to be realised, the interest of the depositors and other relevant considerations, specify by general or
special order as not being a loan or advance for the purpose of this section;

(b) “director” include a member of any board or committee in India constituted by a banking company for the purpose of
managing, or for the purpose of advising it in regard to the management of, all or any of its affairs.

(5) If any question arises whether any transaction is a loan or advance for the purposes of this section, it shall be referred to
the Reserve Bank, whose decision thereon shall be final.]
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Il. BANKING COMPANIES (ACQUISITION AND TRANSFER OF UNDERTAKINGS) ACT, 1970
Restrictions on voting rights

Section 3(2E) : No shareholder of the corresponding new bank, other than the Central Government, shall be entitled
to exercise voting rights in respect of any shares held by him in excess of ten per cent of the total voting rights of all the
shareholders of the corresponding new bank.

Section 9(3AA): Without prejudice to the provisions of sub section (3A) and not with standing anything to the contrary
contained in this Act or in any other law for the time being in force, no person shall be eligible to be
elected as director under clause (i) of sub section (3) unless he is a person having fit and proper status
based upon track Specified, integrity and such other criteria as the Reserve Bank may notify from time
to time in this regard.

Section 9(3B): Where the Reserve Bank is of the opinion that any Director of a corresponding new bank elected under
clause (i) of sub-section (3) does not fulfill the requirements of sub-sections (3A) and (3AA), it may,
after giving to such Director and the bank a reasonable opportunity of being heard, by order, remove
such Director and on such removal, the Board of Directors shall co-opt any other person fulfilling the
requirements of sub-sections (3A) and (3AA) as a Director in place of the person so removed till a
Director is duly elected by the shareholders of the corresponding new bank in the next annual general
meeting and the person so co-opted shall be deemed to have been duly elected by the shareholders of
the corresponding new bank as a Director.

Obligation as to Fidelity and Secrecy

Section 13(2): Every Director, member of a local Board or a committee, or Auditor, Adviser, officer or other employee
of a corresponding new bank shall, before entering upon his duties, make a declaration of fidelity and
secrecy in the form set out in the Third Schedule.

Your Directors have pleasure in presenting the Annual Report of the Bank along with the Audited statement of Accounts, the
Profit and Loss accounts and the cash flow statement for the year ended March 31, 2015.

PERFORMANCE HIGHLIGHTS

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Total Business of the Bank increased by I 27149 crore to I 450539 crore from I 423390 crore in previous year,
registering y-o-y growth of 6.41 per cent.

Total Deposits increased by ¥15503 crore to ¥ 255572 crore, registering y-o-y growth of 6.46 per cent.
Total Advances of the Bank grew by X 11646 crore to I 194967 crore, registering y-o-y growth of 6.35 per cent.
Operating Profit increased to ¥ 3559 crore from ¥ 3238 crore in FY 2013-14, registering y-o-y growth of 9.91 per cent.

Net Profit stood at ¥ 606 crore in 2014-15 as against net loss of ¥ 1263 crore in FY 2013-14, thereby registering y-o-y
growth of 147.98 per cent.

Capital Adequacy Ratio (as per Basel-Il) stood at 11.89 per cent with Tier | at 8.46 percent as against 11.96 per
cent in previous year. Capital Adequacy Ratio (as per Basel lll) stood at 10.90 per cent with Tier | at 8.05 percent as
against 9.87 per cent in previous year.

Net worth increased to ¥ 15643 crore from Rs. 13918 crore.

Gross NPA of the Bank increased by ¥ 373 crore to ¥ 11873 crore from ¥ 11500 crore in previous year. In percentage
term Gross NPA has decreased to 6.09 per cent in FY 2014-15 from 6.27 per cent in last year.

Net NPA increased to 6807 crore from %6649 crore in previous year. Net NPA percentage has decreased to 3.61 per
cent from 3.75 per cent in previous year.

Provision Coverage Ratio (PCR) improved to 55.16 per cent from 50.68 per cent in March 2014.
Net Interest Margin (NIM) improved to 2.79 per cent from 2.73 per cent in FY 2013-14.
Business per Employee increased to I 1138 lakh from ¥ 1025 lakh in previous year.

Return on Assets (ROA) is 0.21 per cent for the current financial year.

Credit to Priority Sector increased to ¥ 75997 crore from ¥ 68652 crore in previous year, recording y-o-y growth of
10.70 per cent.

Agriculture Advance of the Bank increased to ¥ 35,957 crore from ¥ 35,387 crore in FY 2013-14 registering y-o0-y
growth of 1.61 per cent.

Under the micro credit & other (credit upto I 50,000 per borrower), Bank has extended credit of ¥ 206 crore.

Advances to Micro & Small Enterprises (MSE) increased to ¥ 26503 crore during the year under review from¥ 21515
crore in previous year.

Education Loan grew by 15.50 per cent during the year and the total loan reached to ¥ 3442 crore.

Bank has established 46 Rural Self Employment and Training Institute (RSETIs) in 9 States of the country viz.
Madhya Pradesh(18), Bihar(9), Maharashtra(6), Uttar Pradesh(5), West Bengal(3), Chhattisgarh(2), Rajasthan(1),
Orissa(1) and Assam(1). During the year 2014-15, the RSETIs conducted 891 training programmes and imparted
training to 24290 candidates. Out of this, 14816 (i.e.61%) trainees were settled through bank credit, wage settlement
and self-finance.

Bank has 3 RRBs as on 31t March 2015 in 3 states covering 47 districts with a network of 1622 branches.

Under Financial Inclusion Bank has covered 4,330 villages with population above 2000 and 18,371 villages with
population below 2000. Bank has covered all these villages through 6,382 BC Agents. We have also opened 238
Branches in unbanked rural centres. Bank has opened all its 3677 Ultra Small Branches attached to 1427 Base
Branches. Bank has opened 146.71 lacs Basic Saving Bank Deposit Account (BSBDA) accounts through its BCs and
Branches. Total balance in these accounts is 763.99 crores as on 31 March, 2015.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

Part A: ECONOMIC OVERVIEW

Growth prospects of major economies, though look brighter for the year ahead, continue to be subdued in the near term
outlook. Developing countries are widely expected to have a better year ahead given the soft oil prices, low global interest
rates and a stronger US economy. While growth in China is slowing down to the official target of around 7%, India is set to
grow faster in the next two years.

In a major development, the Central Statistics Office, Government of India released the new GDP series shifting the base year
to 2011-12 from 2004-05. The new series deploys improved methodologies and uses more data thereby bringing India on par
with international standards of GDP estimation. Using the new estimate, the GDP growth of the country for 2015-16 at market
prices is expected to be in the range of 8.1 to 8.5%. The Economic Survey published by Government of India, however, takes
a balanced view of the growth estimate and states thus in the report: “The balance of evidence and caution counsel in favour
of an interpretation of a recovering rather than surging Indian economy” .

The series of policy measures undertaken by the Government, ongoing moderation in inflation and the prospects of a softer
interest rate regime would provide necessary impetus for reviving industrial production and domestic consumption. Prospects
of recovery and growth, therefore, offer reasons to be optimistic about sustainable growth in all business segments.

Part- B- PERFORMANCE OF THE BANK

BUSINESS

As on 31 March 2015, the Total Business of the Bank was ¥ 450539 crore, registering a growth of 6.41 per cent from the
previous year figure of ¥ 423390 crore. The Operating Profit reached to I 3559 from previous year figure of ¥ 3238 crore,

making a growth of 9.91 per cent. The Bank has posted Net Profit of ¥ 606 crore in 2014-15 as against ¥ 1263 crore loss in
previous year.

RESOURCE MOBILISATION

The Total Deposits as on March 31, 2015 stood at ¥ 255572 crore, registering a growth rate of 6.46 per cent over previous
year. Saving Bank Deposits increased to ¥ 73810 crore with a growth of 11.04% in 2014-15 from ¥ 66474 crore in last year.
However, Current Deposits decreased to ¥ 13202 crore in 2014-15 from ¥ 13537 crore in 2013-14. The share of CASA
Deposits to Total Deposits was increased to 34.05 per cent as against 33.33 % in last year. Total Core Deposits increased to
228137 crore in 2014-15 with Y-0-Y growth of 21.59 per cent from ¥ 187635 crore in 2013-14 whereas Core Term Deposits
grew by 31.13 per cent to reach a level of ¥ 141125 crore in 2014-15 from ¥ 107624 crore in 2013-14.

CREDIT

As of 31.03.2015, the gross credit of the Bank stood at¥194967 crore as againstI183321 crore in the previous year, registering
y-0-y growth of 6.35 per cent.

CREDIT MONITORING DEPARTMENT

¥ Bank has introduced a well-defined Monitoring Policy, containing detailed guidelines on SMA (Special Mention Accounts)
Management which encompasses all areas of SMA management, Early Warning Signals, Monitoring & Follow-up
Measures and Reporting System.

¥ The policy was approved by the Board in May 2011 and implemented across the Bank with effect from 1t July 2011.
Modifications to the Policy are being carried out from time to time with the approval of the Board.

¥ Anindependent vertical under an independent charge of Chief General Manager/ General Manager has been created for
Credit Monitoring w.e.f. 15t August 2011.

¥ As per Monitoring Policy guidelines, Monitoring Committee has been formed at Central Office level as well as at the field
level at all Zonal/Regional Offices and Corporate Finance Branches, to review and monitor Standard irregular/ SMA
accounts every month and entire gamut of credit monitoring is reviewed only on monthly basis in a structured manner.

¥ Several workshops have been conducted for field functionaries including Deputy Regional Managers/Loan Review
Officers with a view to develop monitoring skills/awareness.

% Locational Meetings were conducted at different Regional Offices/Zonal Offices and/or video conference held with the
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SMA borrowers to chalk out strategies for asset quality management of the stressed accounts.

¥ The Bank has also implemented Centralized Loan Appraisal System & Supervision (CLASS) Monitoring Module software
for monitoring Corporate, SME, Retail and Priority Sector advances on real-time basis.

% Steps have also been initiated for offsite monitoring surveillance mechanism to ensure intensive credit monitoring.

¢ Pre-release audit for fresh/enhancement of ¥ 5 crore and above advances is introduced and credit audit for fresh/
enhancement of ¥1 Crore and above advances within 30 days of disbursement is introduced.

¥ CIBIL consumer and commercial data acceptance level has improved to 80% and 95% respectively during the year.

¥ The Bank has also submitted point-wise compliance to all the earlier Annual Financial Inspection (AFIl) Reports and the
AFI Reports up to 2013 are closed. With regard to AFl 2014, out of 247 action points, all are complied with except 8 points.

Efforts are on for Compliance of these points also at the earliest.

PRIORITY SECTOR CREDIT
As per RBI directives, 40% of adjusted net bank credit or credit equivalent amount of off-balance sheet exposure,
whichever is higher, is to be lent to priority sector. Lending under this sector is therefore, the thrust area of the Bank.
We have focused on the growth in lending to Agriculture, MSE, Housing, Education and others which are the major
constituents of Priority Sector. As a result, our growth under Priority Sector lending has been quite impressive.

The overall achievement under Annual Credit Plan by our branches is 74% comparing to the achievement of 67% by all
banks in Lead Districts.

We have selected one village in each Lead District for inclusive growth through empowerment, training skill development
of youth and credit linkages. All developmental activities like complete implementation of Financial Literacy/Financial
Inclusion Programmes, Training unemployed rural youth in RSETIs, Formation of SHG/Farmers Club/JLG, Lending
activities have been implemented to bring complete socio-economic change.

All sub service area allotted to the banks have been covered through a banking outlet like Branch, BCA or CSC.

Looking to the thrust in MSME sector at national level, there is more than 100% quantum increase in the targets under
MSE. Banks have been able to achieve 138% up to March 2015. The Quantum increase in achievement is due to the new
Swarozgar Schemes launched by the Govt. of M.P. during FY 2014-15.

Considering the overlapping and life cycles of the products and to avoid overlapping target groups Bank have merged
Cent Vyapari with Cent Trade and Cent Udan with Cent Vidyarthi. Further, the 10 overlapping products have been
discontinued considering the overlapping and delinquency ratios. These are i. Cent Buy, ii. Cent Competitive Exam, iii.
Cent Computer, iv. Cent Jewel, v. Cent Multipurpose, vi. Cent Safar, vii. Cent School, viii.Cent Vivah, ix.Personal Loans
to LIC Agents and x. Cent Upfront Housing Loan — Advance Disbursement Facility

For speedy product/service delivery Bank has made the processing of Retail products through Computerized Loan
Appraisal System and Supervision (CLASS) system. This new strategy has been implemented and made a progress of
100% during the financial year 2014-15.

The data related to product and services are being analyzed for its effectiveness from customer’s point of view. Where
there are deviations from circulars concerned deviation proposals are being placed to the authorized committee for
approval on the basis of merit considering liquidity and other relevant facts of the customers. The suggestions related to
products/services received from the field functionaries are being analyzed at the corporate office of the Bank and after
considering its viability; cost benefit analysis and compliances the concerned products and services are modified and
placed in public domains on March 2015 for the information of general public. The policy broadly addressed revitalizing
its existing products besides introduction of new products to compete in the industry, improve appraisal, processing and
delivery mechanisms and above all to mitigate the risks associated with the exposures. While developing and modifying
new products the long term perspective are being considered so that they shall not be technologically obsolete in short
term. The longer product cycle have been given due importance and at the suitable time the product may be reinforced
considering the requirement of the customers due to their changed preferences over a period of time.

Web based online generated leads have been duly monitored and marketed by the administration offices of the Bank.

We have also taken up a pilot project from CIBIL Dynamic Monitoring solution for retention of standard borrowers which
has helped in tracking our existing customers for cross selling of the retail products/ services of the Bank and also in
tracking the non-traceable borrowers for recovery.

Bank has taken a step to curb delinquency in the retail asset accounts by consistent monitoring and follow up. The
exact reason and corrective steps for the account becoming delinquent in Retail Banking are being analyzed to ensure
qualitative & quantitative improvement.

For qualitative improvement in lending we have identified 42 centers and established Centralized Credit Processing
Centers (CCPCs) for the processing of retail lending products. This has helped the branches to spare time for marketing
of product & services and ensuring minimum Turn Around Time (TAT) of the proposal.

Foreign Exchange Business of the Bank is carried out through 89 Authorized Dealer Branches spread across the country.
For operational efficiency, Bank has a centralized Dealing Room at Mumbai for attainment of better funds management
and operational convenience.

During the current Financial Year, the Export Credit portfolio of the Bank increased from ¥ 5509 crore as on 31.03.2014
to ¥ 5571 crore as on 31.03.2015.

Merchant trade foreign exchange turnover was X 44,166.25 crore in FY 2014-15 as against ¥ 43,783 crore in FY 2013-14.

NRE Deposits increased from Rs 2485.28 crore as on 31.03.2014 to Rs 3079 crore as on 31.3.2015 an increase of
23.89% over the previous year.

FCNR Deposits increased from USD 142.12 million as on 31.3.2014 to USD 174.85 million as on 31.03.2015, an increase
of over 15% over the previous year.

TREASURY, FUNDS AND INVESTMENT

The investment portfolio of the Bank has increased to I 95655 crore as on 31 March 2015 as against ¥ 86384 crore as
on 31t March 2014 thereby recording an increase of 10.73% over the previous year. The ten year benchmark yield closed
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at 7.74% as on 31st March 2015 vis-a-vis 8.83% on 31.03.2014.

¥ RBI took a slew of measures to provide stable liquidity by bringing in variants of repo, term repo, variable term and reverse
repo during the FY 2014-15. The Repo rates were reduced twice in FY 2014-15 by .50 %( .25 in Jan 15 and .25 in March
15 respectively).

¥ The Repo borrowing limit was reduced to 0.25% of NDTL and term repo to 0.75 % of NDTL, along with discretionary
variable term repo and reverse repo over and above the 1% NDTL, aiming to keep the rates closer to repo rate. Banks
are required to bid in the auction to borrow in term LAF.

% Overnight repo was reduced from 8.00% in March 2014 to 7.75% in Jan 15 and further to 7.50% in Mar 15.

¥ In the volatile market and critical liquidity management situations, treasury recorded trading profit of 617 crore which is
considerably higher as compared to previous year trading profit of ¥ 455 crore. This was achieved by strategic planning
of resources and trading with proper analytics to grab the market opportunities. The yield on investment increased from
7.84 %( including RIDF) to 8.22 %( Excluding RIDF).

¥ In compliance with the Reserve Bank of India guidelines on shifting of securities, the Bank has transferred Govt. and State
Govt. securities amounting to ¥ 2098.49 crore from AFS to HTM and booked depreciation of ¥34.47 crore.

RISK MANAGEMENT
Risk Management System/Organizational Set Up

Risk Management systems are now well established in the Bank. Risk Management Committee of the Board of Directors
regularly oversees the Bank’s Risk Management policies/practices under Credit, Market and Operational risks & Pillar Il risks.
The Committee reviews the policies and procedures for pricing of products and assessing the risk models relative to market
developments and also identifies and controls new risks. The committee also regularly monitors compliance of various risk
parameters by the concerned departments at the corporate level.

Risk Management Structure
¥ At operational level, various Committees like Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO) for Market Risk, Credit Risk

Policy Committee (CRPC) for Credit Risk and Operational Risk Management Committee (ORCO) for Operational Risk
have been constituted comprising of members from the top management team.

¥ These Committees meet at regular intervals throughout the year to assess and monitor the level of risk under various
Bank operations and initiate appropriate mitigation measures wherever necessary.

¥ The Bank has identified officers in the rank of Senior Managers/Managers to act as ‘Risk Managers’ at all the Zonal/
Regional Offices. The Risk Managers act as the ‘Extended Arms’ of the Risk Management Department of the Central Office
at the Zonal/Regional Level. The Bank has also identified officers at the senior level in various functional departments of
Central Office to act as ‘Nodal Officers’ to look into various aspect of control & management of risk in the Bank.

Market Risk Management
¥ The Mid Office reviews the market position, funding patterns and ensures compliance in terms of exposure, duration,

counter party limits and various sensitive parameters and the reports are presented at regular intervals to the top
management.

¥ The tools such as VaR and Duration analysis are used on an ongoing basis to measure and manage the risk to Bank’s
NIl in the short run and equity value in the long run.

¥ A model to estimate Capital charge on trading portfolio on ongoing basis is developed and being implemented as per the
Basel Il guidelines on the Market Risk.

¥ The Bank has reviewed the existing Investment and Market Risk Management Policy. Counter party limits for Forex
dealings have been fixed / reviewed as per their latest standing and rating in the market.

Credit Risk Management
¥ Bank has a well-documented Integrated Risk Management Policy, which was last reviewed by the Board on 02.03.2015

¥ The Bank has procured the Facility Rating Module with Risk Adjusted Return on Capital (RAROC), Loss Given Default
(LGD) and Exposure At Default (EAD) assessment tools from CRISIL Ltd. The Facility Rating Module is in use from
01.04.2012.
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¥ The Bank has also developed Rating Models (score card) for grading retail loans, and same is in use.

¥ The developments in credit risk management are being reported and monitored by the Credit Risk Policy Committee
headed by the Executive Director.

¥ As preparedness for moving to advanced approaches, bank is in the process of developing models for calculating PD,
EAD & LGD for both Corporate & Retail portfolio.
CREDIT RISK PROFILE / RATING MIGRATION

¥ It may be observed that during the F.Y.2014-15, there has been some migration of accounts from Low Risk to the Medium
Risk category & also from High Risk to Medium Risk category. The overall share of rated accounts remains same i.e.
92.04%. The unrated exposure comprises mainly loans to staff as well as those against term deposits and NSC/KVP/
Insurance policies etc which are exempted from rating.

Operational Risk Management
¥ The Operational Risk Management in the Bank is guided by a well laid down Operational Risk Management Policy.

¥ Operational Risk Management Committee (ORCO) reviews the risk profile of the Bank on quarterly intervals and the
oversight by the Board of directors strengthens the qualitative aspects related to Operational Risk.

¥ Bank is developing models and building up qualitative and quantitative information for applying to RBI towards graduating
to Advanced Measurement Approach. New Product Approval Policy Framework guides the Bank in mitigating the risks
associated with new products or activities.

Capital Planning

Bank has a robust ICAAP (Internal Capital Adequacy Assessment Process) in place. Bank has framed its risk appetite
framework and intends to maintain capital ratios over and above the minimum requirements as per Basel Ill norms. Review of
the capital vis a vis the estimates are undertaken on a quarterly basis.

Asset & Liability Management Systems

¢ ALM mainly deals with measuring and managing the liquidity and Interest rate risk of the bank with an objective of profit
maximization. ALCO (Asset & Liability Committee) met 18 times during the year to review the position of the bank with
regard to liquidity and other related matters.

¥ Besides regulatory reporting, ALM is also engaged in Interest determination on Deposits as well as Base rate and BPLR
fixation. During the year 2014-15, revision was made seven (7) times in deposit interest rates.

¥ Interms of new RBI guidelines Bank has started calculating LCR (Liquidity Coverage Ratio) effective from 1t Jan’2015 on
a monthly basis & the ratio is well above the threshold limit (i.e. 60% for 2015) fixed by RBI. The quarterly average LCR
for March’2015 is 139.53%.

¥ ALM department presents different analysis to the top management to decide rate of interest for Deposits & Advances.
Implementation of Basel Il Guidelines

¥ Reserve Bank of India has issued updated master circular on implementation of the New Capital Adequacy Framework in
July 2013. As per the guidelines, the Bank has adopted Basel || norms with effect from 31.03.2009 and provided capital
as per Standardized Approach for Credit Risk, Basic Indicator Approach for Operational Risk and Standardized Duration
method for Market Risk.

¥ Reserve Bank of India has set out timelines to the commercial banks for graduation to advanced approaches. Accordingly,
Bank has appointed a solution provider for procuring solution for advance approach to meet Basel Il norms.

¥ All necessary policies such as Credit Risk Management Policy, Operational Risk Management policy, Market Risk
Management Policy, Credit Risk Mitigation and Collateral Management Policy, Market Discipline and Disclosures Policy,
ICAAP etc are in place duly approved by the Board.
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¥ Bank is undertaking the necessary steps to graduate to FIRB (Foundation Internal Rating Based) Approach.
Our Bank’s preparedness for Basel - Il
RBI has come out with the final guidelines on Implementation of Basel Ill on 2nd May 2012; Accordingly, Bank has started

computing CRAR as per BASEL Il NORMS from June 2013 and is complying with all requirements as laid down in the
guidelines.

RECOVERY

The bank has a well-defined Recovery Policy containing detailed guidelines for NPA Management. It encompasses all areas
of NPA Management, Monitoring and Follow-up measures, Compromise settlements, Staff Accountability, SARFAESI Act,
appointment of Recovery/Enforcement Agencies, Sale of assets to ARCs, Willful Defaulters and MIS. The Policy is reviewed
from time to time to incorporate the latest changes/developments in Economy and trends in NPA Resolution/Management.

1. During the year 2014-15, though Cash Recovery of Y1365 crore, Upgradation of 32336 crore and Sale of NPAs ¥1119
crores, aggregating to I4820 crore, the performance was impacted by the fresh accretion of some high ticket accounts.
(21 accounts of ¥50.00 crore and above amounting to ¥3092 crores).

¥ Gross NPA level has gone up from 11500 crore to ¥11873 crore.
¥ Net NPA has increased from ¥ 6649 crore to 6807 crore.
¥ Gross NPA and Net NPA Ratios have decreased from 6.27% to 6.09% and 3.75% to 3.61% respectively.

¥ Cash Recovery has increased from 31104 crore to 31365 crore.(23.64%).

2. Under Special One Time Settlement (OTS) scheme for NPA accounts up to outstanding ¥1.00 lac, proposals settled for
an amount of I78 crores and cash recovery made for 56 crores.

3. Under the simplified OTS Scheme for NPA accounts of outstanding above ¥1.00 lac up to 10 lac, Bank has settled the
proposals amounting to I65 crores and cash recovery made for ¥45 crores.

4. Under the Krishak Rahat Yojna for recovery in NPA of Tractor/Agriculture loans of sanctioned limit up to ¥10.00 lac ,
proposals settled for an amount of ¥78 crore and cash recovery made for I58 crore.

5. Besides this, OTS proposals aggregating to ¥364 crores have been sanctioned at Central Office and against which,
I41crore has already been recovered during the FY 2014-15.

6. During the year Bank has sold NPAs to ARCs for sale consideration of ¥870 crores, where the outstanding is 31242
crores.

7. NPA Borrowers having outstanding of Rs 50 lacs & above were contacted individually by RO recovery team along with
branch staff for recovery of loan.

8. Wilful defaulter exercise was done in a very systematic way and all NPA accounts of above 25 lacs were examined for
identifying & declaration as wilful defaulter.

9. The movement of NPA was strictly monitored on monthly basis by our Executives and our thrust for the year was close
monitoring of special mention accounts, to arrest their slippage as well as recovery in NPA accounts by legal action/ sale
of properties under SARFAESI as well as small loan accounts recovery through one time settlement schemes.

10. In the review meetings of RMs / ZMs main thrust was given for recovery in NPA accounts with special emphasis for
recovery in agriculture and SME loan accounts as well as to arrest the fresh slippage by recovering critical amount.

11. With the purpose of closely monitoring of NPA and SMA3 accounts of each zone and Region as well as small loan a/cs
Recovery & 3 OTS Scheme’s performance, video conference was held every month.

12. Recovery Camps are being conducted every month. In such camps recovery in written off accounts and JMFARC
accounts are also be part of this Recovery Drive.

13. Special Lok Adalats at District level were organized on quarterly basis with active participation of RO/ZO and Law Officer.
14. SPBT College, CBOTC, Bhopal & Kolkata had conducted one week training program on NPA Recovery Management.
15. Vigorous follow up with DRTs by the Law Officers /Co-ordinators was made to dispose off the pending cases speedily.
BANCASSURANCE

Insurance services are provided by our bank under corporate agency of LIC of India for life insurance and Chola MS General
Insurance Company for non-life insurance products.

The performance highlights for the year ended on 31.03.2015 :

¥ Bank stood 1¢tin canvassing number of life insurance policies and stood 2™ in mobilizing insurance premium amongst all
Bancassurance partners of LIC. Bank has canvassed 63090 policies with premium of 3163 crores.

¥ Under General Insurance business, Bank has mobilized 549187 policies with premium collection of 117 crore with y-o-y
growth of 11%.

¥ Total earning from Bancassurance business is ¥ 25.27 crore against last year’s ¥26.65 crore.
¥ Augmented pool of 1907 Specified Persons to carry bancassurance business.
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DEPOSITORY SERVICES

Bank is a Depository Participant with arrangement with Central Depository Services Limited (CDSL). All the operations are
centralized and the services are offered through the nodal branch, Capital market Services Branch located at Fort Mumbai.
The branches in major centers facilitate opening of the accounts, buying & selling, pledge of shares and dematerialization of
physical securities. Bank is having around 24000 Demat account holders.

ON- LINE TRADING

Bank is offering “On-Line Trading” facility with Trade name “Cent —e-trade”. Customers maintaining bank account and Demat
account with the bank are offered on-line-trading facility for trading in Equity Shares and Derivatives under arrangement with
leading broking firm, M/s. Angel Broking Ltd. As on 31.03.2015, Bank is having 250 accounts for On-Line Trading.

Capital Market Services Branch opened in Mumbai exclusively for offering capital market facilities such as ASBA, Demat,
Clearing Bank, Payment of Dividend Warrants and Credit/Guarantee facilities to Brokers etc. and is the controlling branch for
on-line trading and ASBA.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY
1. CORE BANKING SOLUTION:

¥ The bank achieved 100% coverage of branches under Centralised Banking Solution (CBS) in December 2010. The
contract with System Integrator M/s TCS for Core Banking Solution has been renewed for 5 years starting from 1t
October 2012. The contract renewal process essentially involved augmentation/upgradation of the existing computing
resources viz. hardware, networking, software, security and other associated requirements including license renewal
for CBS implementation in tune with future business projections and other statutory and security obligations. The
entire set up is now geared to cope up with the Bank’s requirement till September 2017.

¥ The CBS infrastructure is sized based on the business requirement of the Bank for the next 5 years taking into
account further 1500 new branches and to process 8.8 million transactions per day and with 125 million accounts.

¥ During the current renewal process Hardware refresh was done after completing a server virtualization exercise and
procured DR automation tool.

¥ Bank has setup a Disaster Recovery Centre and is conducting regular DR Dirills as per regulatory guidelines in line
with Bank’s policy.
¥ Bank has implemented Near Site to ensure Business continuity with Zero Data loss.
¥ Many new functionalities are being implemented in CBS system on an ongoing basis.
2. NETWORK & CONNECTIVITY

¥ Bank’s Corporate Network covers 4906 locations consisting of branches, extension counters, ARBs, Service Support
Branches, Retail Asset Branches, all administrative offices, Training Colleges and Zonal Training Centers etc.

¥ Constant monitoring and controls are introduced for maintaining almost 100% uptime during branch working hours.

¥ At present we are having 556 Primary VSAT and 1277 VSATs as Backup. To achieve 100% uptime of the network
on an on-going basis, approval has been obtained to procure VSAT on OPEX model from other service provider
for 500 locations where ISDN is not feasible or CDMA signal is weak. Accordingly Purchase order is issued to M/s
Bharti Airtel Ltd for providing VSAT as backup connectivity. VSAT are delivered at all Branches and installation is in
progress.

¥ Renewal of CBI MPLS Network:
Purchase order is issued to renew the contract with BSNL for another five years for all Primary/Secondary MPLS/VSAT
Links procured /to be procured in year 2014-19

3. INTERNET BANKING
¥ The Internet Banking facility is capable of catering to 10000 users concurrently.

¥ Internet banking facility with new look and feel has been extended for our customers with a wide array of products
and facilities. They include On line password generation for Retail customers, funds transfer, On line Tax credit view,
Utility bill payments, On line Tax payment for various Govt., Airlines / Movie ticketing, shopping, temple donations,
Prime Minister’s National Relief fund donations, Fees collection for various Institutions/Universities, Govt. e-payments/
receipts, customized account statements in addition to regular statement of account, On line time deposits including
NRE/NRO deposit creation.

¢ New facilities such as:
1. Deposit and loan modeling,
2. Standing instruction creation,
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3. credit card bill payment,

4. View of FCNR Deposits in Internet Banking,

5. E-filing of Income tax through Internet Banking,

6. Security option to set up customer induced limits etc. has been introduced.

¥ M-Passbook has been introduced for customers as a mobile application which has been highly rated by our customers
in Google play store.
¥ Following functionalities has been launched for the first time in our Bank based on customer demand:
1. Patent & Design integration through payment gateway,
2. Modification in Multi-utility fee collection to make it fully configurable and instantly deployable,
3. Foreign inward remittance through IMPS,
4. Fee collection through NEFT,
5. Facility to receive SMS alert for all relationship holders of an account.
% IMPS transactions, IRCTC ticket booking, e-Freight for on-line Railway Freight booking by corporate customers etc.
RTGS/NEFT facility is also available through Internet Banking and NEFT functionality is currently available 24*7

through INB including Bulk upload for Corporate (Non personal) INB customers. The facility of a light weight payment
page has been introduced to facilitate faster online transaction processing.

¥ Bank has deployed entirely new module through Payment aggregator, for tax collection for Odisha, Bihar Govt.
and Prime Minister National Relief Fund where customers of more than 40 banks can pay taxes. Bank has also
implemented payment systems for Ministry of civil services, Food and other e-PAO’s.

¥ Central Bank is one of the first bank to integrate with e-biz, mission project launched by DIPP for facilitating online
payments

¥ Additional facility of customized statement of account for corporate customers is available. Facility for bulk upload
through NEFT is also available under Corporate Internet Banking. Corporate customers can choose various options
while availing Internet Banking as per the requirement of customer.
4. SMS BANKING:

¥ SMS banking provides account information to the customers with real-time alerts on business transactions carried out
by them. Presently, SMS alerts are sent to customers in 15 different Indian languages as per their choice for the 1)
Debit / Credit in account above ¥1000/- in saving account and T 10,000/- in Current / OD accounts 2) clearing Cheque
is bounced. 3) Account balance is below the prescribed minimum level 4) fixed deposit maturity before 7 days.

¥ SMS alerts are also sent for maintaining control and monitoring to branch managers and higher officials to enable them
to monitor critical activities of branches for better housekeeping and maintenance of accounts including monitoring of
NPA.
5. MOBILE BANKING:

¥ Mobile Banking was implemented using GPRS and SMS channel with enquiry and funds transfer options. The
transaction done through Mobile Banking was secured with end to end encryption and two factor authentication
features.

¥ Bank has now launched new Mobile Banking solution with enhanced functionalities as follows:-

Fund Transfer (Within Bank & other Bank), Balance Enquiry and Mini statement, Cheque book request, Cheque
status enquiry, stop Cheque, revoke Cheque, hot-listing of debit cards, and customer feedback.

e Available in Android, Java and Blackberry version 6.0 & 7.0
6. PHONE BANKING:

¥ Phone banking solution is implemented with voice recording in English and Hindi and the facility is available to all the
customers.

7. MISSED CALL ALERTS:

¥ This facility is available to our CASA customers, whereby customers can get balance and last three transactions free
of cost by giving missed call to specific number. Bank is also in receipt of appreciation from Indian Bank’s association
for this new customer initiative.

As on 31.03.2015 there were 2195 branches with Medium Risk Rating, 2303
branches with Low Risk Rating and 60 branches with High Risk Rating. No branch of the Bank is rated under Very High Risk
or Extremely High Risk.

During FY 2014-15, 40 Regional Offices, 3 Zonal Offices and 16 Central Office Departments were subjected to Management

Audit.
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Bank has covered 870 Branches/SSB/CO Depts. under Concurrent Audit by the Firms of Chartered Accountants. Around 60%
of aggregate deposits and 78% of aggregate advances as of 31.03.2015 are covered under Concurrent Audit. 194 firms are
RBI Category |, 260 are category I, 134 are category lll and 282 are RBI Category IV firms.

0 Leadership & Team Building Programme for all General Managers at [IM, Ahmedabad and Executive Develoment
programme at ASCI Hyderabad were held during the year.

0 A twin programme on Executive Development at ASCI Hyderabad and CRM and Analytics at IDRBT Hyderabad for
Senior Regional Managers, Regional Managers and Deputy General Managers was held during the year.

0 3 days training programme in two batches on Human Resources Management for officers working in HR Department
of Zonal & Regional Offices were held at SPBTC, Mumbai. Total 86 Officers attended, which was well appreciated by
all participants.

0  Soft Skill training programme for frontline staff members have been undertaken on large scale in January, 2015 and
completed on 14.03.2015 with successful completion of 18238 staff members trained during short span (i.e. recording
93% attendance), which could motivate and bring about a superlative change in attitudes amongst staff for redefining
the image of the Bank.

0 Programme for first time Branch Managers conducted at all three Training Colleges.

During the year 2014-15, about 2487 programmes including Classroom, Locational, RRB and Special Training were
conducted covering 35321 participants and 1,38,154 man-days by three Training Colleges and 16 Zonal Staff Training
Centers. These apart 157 officers in various scales were nominated for specialized training programme conducted by
external training agencies like NIBM, CAB, IIBM, IDRBT, IIBF etc. Further, 20 officers have been sent for various Foreign
Training Programmes/Workshop/Summits/exposure visit in the year 2014-15.

4. RECRUITMENT & PROMOTIONS:

In the year 2014-15, recruitment process was held for 577 posts encompassing Probationary Officers, Agriculture Finance
Officers, Law Officers, Rajbhasha Adhikhari and Clerical staff.

The promotional exercise has been made more motivating and as such as a corporate goal, it has been resolved to held
the promotion processes as frequently as possible for all scales/categories. Accordingly, during the year 2014-15 inter-
scale/inter-cadre promotion processes were conducted and as many as 1920 employees/officers (Mainstream as well as
Specialist category) were elevated to higher cadre/scale.

5. IMPLEMENTATION OF RESERVATION POLICY :

The Bank has been implementing the guidelines/instructions received from Govt. of India/Indian Banks’ Association
on Reservation Policy and concessions and relaxations are extended to SCs/STs/OBCs/PWDs as admissible in the
Reservation Policy.

During the year 2014-15, a meeting for placing evidence before the Committee on the welfare of SCs/STs, representatives
of the Department from Financial Services, Ministry of Finance and Central Bank of India on the subject ‘Reservation for
and employment of Scheduled castes & Scheduled Tribes in Central Bank of India’ held at Parliament House Annexe,
New Delhi on 08.01.2015 and discussed various issues of reservation policies.

The Parliamentary Committee on welfare of Other Backward Classes (OBCs) visited Mumbai on 14.02.2015 and
Committee had discussions with members of Welfare Association and with Executives of our Bank and discussed various
issues on reservations to Other Backward Classes.

The Chairman, National Commission for Safai Karmacharis visited Mumbai on 19.03.2015 and had discussions with
Welfare Association members and executives of our Bank on various issues of Safai Karmacharis.

6. STAFF WELFARE SCHEMES :

Although, no funds allocated by Board towards Staff Welfare Schemes during the year 2014-15, looking to the aspirations
of employees and also to uphold the philosophy of ensuringwelfare of the employees and its families even under difficult
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situations, certain schemes which are paramount have been continued with the unspent amount for previous years.
This exhibits the Management’s continued concern towards the genuine wellbeing/wellness towards employees and its
families.

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Central Bank of India as at March 31, 2015 which comprise
the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2015 and Profit and Loss Account and Cash Flow Statement for the year then
ended and a summary of significant Accounting Policies and other explanatory information. Incorporated in these financial
statements are the returns of 20Branches, 37 Regional Offices audited by us out of a total of 4689 branches, 80 Regional
Offices,and 1819 branches audited by other branch auditors. Also incorporated in the Balance Sheet and Profit and Loss
Account are the returns of 2850 branches, 43 Regional Offices which have not been subjected to audit. The unaudited
branches account for 9.97% of advances, 30.75% of deposits, 6.69% of interest income and 24.37% of interest expense.
The branches audited by us and those audited by other auditors have been selected by Bank in accordance with the
guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India.

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SCHEDULE 17 - PRINCIPAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1.  Accounting Conventions:

The financial statements have been prepared by following the going concern concept on the historical cost basis except in
respect of the Revaluation of Premises and confirm, in all material aspects, to Generally Accepted Accounting Principles
(GAAP) in India, which encompasses applicable statutory provisions, regulatory norms prescribed by Reserve Bank of
India (RBI), Accounting Standards (AS) and pronouncements issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India
(ICAI) and the prevailing practices within the Banking industry in India.

2.  Transactions involving Foreign Exchange:

2.1 Monetary Assets and Liabilities in Foreign Currencies are translated at the Exchange Rates prevailing at
the year end as notified by FEDAI and the resultant Profit/ Loss is recognised in Profit and Loss Account.

2.2 Income and Expenditure items are translated at the exchange rates ruling on the respective date of
transactions.

2.3 Guarantees, Letters of Credit, Acceptances, Endorsements, and other obligations in Foreign Currencies
are translated at the year end rates notified by FEDAI.

2.4 Outstanding Forward Contracts are translated at the year end rates notified by FEDAI and the resultant
profit/loss is recognized in Profit and Loss Account.

3. Investments:

3.1 In accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India, Investments are classified into “Held to
Maturity”, “Held for Trading” and “Available for Sale” categories. However, for disclosure in the Balance Sheet,
investments are classified under the following heads :

i) Government Securities
i)  Other Approved Securities
iii)  Shares
iv)  Debentures and Bonds
v)  Subsidiaries and sponsored institutions and
vi)  Others (UTI Shares, Commercial Papers and units of Mutual Funds.)
3.2 Basis of Classification :
Classification of an Investment is done at the time of purchase into the following categories:
i) Held to Maturity
These comprise of investments, the bank intends to hold on till maturity.
i) Held for Trading
Securities which are principally held for resale within 90 days from the date of purchase.
iii)Available for Sale
Investments that cannot be classified in the above categories.
3.3 Transfer of Securities between categories :

The transfer/ shifting of securities between the three categories of investments is accounted at the lower of
acquisition cost/ book value or market value on the date of the transfer. The depreciation, if any, on such transfer
is fully provided for.

Investments under this category are valued at monthly intervals at market rates, wherever available, or as
per the prices declared by FIMMDA. The net depreciation under each classification is provided for, without
adjusting the book value of the securities and net appreciation, if any, is ignored.

3.5 Determination of Cost :

Cost of investments is determined on the basis of Weighted Average Cost method.

Income Recognition :

i)

The Profit or loss on sale/ redemption of investments is taken to the Profit and Loss Account. However, in case of
profit on sale/ redemption of investments from ‘Held to Maturity’ category, an equivalent amount is appropriated to
the ‘Capital Reserve’.

In respect of securities included in any of the three categories of investments where interest/ principal is in arrears,
for more than 90 days, income is not reckoned and appropriate provision for the depreciation in the value of the
investments is made, as per prudential norms applicable to non-performing advances. Debentures/ Bonds in the
nature of advances are subjected to usual prudential norms applicable to advances.
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State Government guaranteed exposures is classified as Sub Standard/ Doubtful/ Loss, as the case may be
if interest and/ or principal or any other amount due to the Bank remains overdue for more than 90 days and
necessary provisions are made as per Prudential Norms.

iv)  Brokerage, incentive, front-end fees etc., received on purchase of securities are reduced from the cost of
investments.

v)  Expenses such as brokerage, fees, commission or taxes incurred at the time of acquisition of securities is charged
to revenue.

vi)  The broken period interest on sale or purchase of securities is treated as revenue item.

Advances are classified as Standard, Sub-Standard, Doubtful or Loss Assets and Provisions required in
respect thereof are made as per the Prudential Norms prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India.

Recoveries in NPA account is first appropriated towards the principal irregularity except in case of suit
filed, decreed accounts and compromise cases where recovery is first appropriated towards principal or
as per the terms of decree/ settlement.

Advances are shown net of provisions (in case of NPA), Unrealised Interest, amount recovered from
borrowers held in Sundries and amount recovered from CGTSI/ ECGC.

Provision for Standard Assets is included in Other Liabilities and Provisions- Others.

5.4 Financial Assets sold are recognized as under:

5.4.1 In case the sale is at a price lower than the Net Book Value (NBV) the shortfall is charged to the Profit and Loss

In the case of assets, which have been revalued, the depreciation is provided on the revalued amount and the incremental
depreciation attributable to the revalued amount is adjusted to the ‘Revaluation Reserve’.

Depreciation on additions to assets, made upto 30" September is provided for the full year and on additions made
thereafter, is provided for the half year. No depreciation is provided on assets sold before 30" September and depreciation
is provided for the half year for assets sold after 30" September.

Cost of leasehold land is amortised over the period of lease. In the case of revaluation, the difference between the
original cost and revalued amount is amortised over the remaining period of the lease and is adjusted to the ‘Revaluation
Reserve’.

Where it is not possible to segregate the cost of Land and Premises, Depreciation is charged on the composite cost.

7.  Staff Benefits:

7.1 Annual contribution to Gratuity, Pension Funds and Leave Encashment are determined on the basis of actuarial
valuation and the amount is recognized in the books of account of the Bank as per the liability estimated by the
Actuary.

7.2 In respect of employees who have opted for Provident Fund Scheme, a matching contribution is made.

8.  Recognition of Income and Expenditure:

8.1 Income/ Expenditure is generally accounted for on accrual basis except for income to be accounted for on cash
basis as per regulatory provisions.

8.2 In accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India vide circular No. DBOD.No.BP.
BC.89/21.4.018/2002-03 dated 29.03.2003, prior period disclosures are made in respect of any item which exceeds
one percent of the total income/total expenditure.

8.3 Provision for interest payable on overdue deposits is made as per Reserve Bank of India guidelines.

9. Income Tax:
The provision for tax for the year comprises of current tax liability computed in accordance with the applicable tax laws
and the deferred tax which recognizes, timing differences between taxable income and accounting income that originate
in one period and capable of reversal in one or more subsequent periods. Deferred tax assets are not recognized unless
there is ‘virtual certainty’ that sufficient future taxable income will be available against which such deferred tax assets will
be realized. Disputed tax liabilities are accounted for in the year of finality of assessment/ appellate proceedings and till
such times they are shown as contingent liability.

Income Tax / Deferred Tax:

Provision for Income Tax for the year is arrived at after due consideration of relevant statutory provisions and judicial
decisions on disputed issues.

Other Assets [Schedule 11 (ii)] includes ¥ 1813.41 crore (previous year X 1400.59 crore) towards disputed Income Tax
paid by the Bank or adjusted by the Income Tax department. Provision for disputed amount of taxation is not considered
necessary by the Bank on the basis of various judicial pronouncements and favourable decisions in Bank’s own case.

The investment portfolio of the Bank consists of assets with characteristics of fixed interest rate, zero coupon and
floating interest rates and is subject to interest rate risk. The Bank has also Tier Il bonds hedged for coupon swaps.
The policy permits hedging the interest rate risk on this liability as well.

Policy for Forward Rate Agreement, Interest Rate Swaps, currency futures and Interest Rate Futures for hedging
the interest rate risk in the investment portfolio and also for market making is in place.

The risk management policies and major control limits like stop loss limits, counter party exposure limits etc. as
approved by the Board of Directors are in place. The risks are monitored and reviewed regularly. MIS reports are
submitted periodically to Risk Management Committee.

Accrual on account of interest expenses/income on the IRS are accounted and recognized as income/expense.

If the swap is terminated before maturity, the Mark to Market (MTM) loss/gain and accrual till such date are
accounted as expense/income under interest paid/received on IRS.
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Trading positions

Currency future and Interest Rate Future are marked to market on daily basis as per exchange guidelines of MCX-SX,
NSE and United Stock Exchange.

MTM profit/loss is accounted by credit/debit to the margin account on daily basis and the same is accounted in bank’s
profit & loss account on final settlement.

The bank carries out regular assessment of its capital requirement from time to time to maintain the capital to Risk Weight
Assets Ratio (CRAR) at desired level. The capital plan is reviewed on annual basis to take care of business growth and
CRAR.
The bank has adopted standardized approach for credit risk, basic indicator approach for operational risk and standardized
duration approach for market risk.
The bank has put in place a well laid down Internal Capital Adequacy Assessment Process to enable the bank to plan
its capital requirements in relation to its business projections and to meet the risks inherent in the business. The main
objective of ICAAP exercise is to identify and measure the risks that are not fully captured by the minimum capital ratio
prescribed under Pillar1; the risks that are not at all taken into account by the pillar 1; and the factors external to the bank
and to provide capital for such additional risks and to measure an appropriate level of internal capital as per the bank’s
risk appetite. The bank has also put in place the stress testing policy to measure impact of adverse stress scenario on its
CRAR.

General qualitative disclosure requirement

A committee of board of Directors regularly oversees the Bank’s Risk Management policies/practices under various risks viz.
credit, operational, market etc. The bank also has separate committees for each risk comprising of top executives of bank
headed by Chairman and Managing Director/ Executive directors such as Asset liability Management committee, Credit
policy Committee, Operational Risk committee. These committees meet at regular intervals throughout the year to assess
and monitor the level of risk under various bank operations and initiate appropriate mitigation measures wherever necessary.

The Risk Management Department at central office level which is headed by General Manager; measures control and
manages risk within the limits set by the Board and enforces compliance with risk parameters set by various committees. The
General Manager is assisted by Deputy General Manager and a team of Assistant General Managers, Chief Managers, Senior
Managers and Managers.

At some identified zonal offices, Risk Managers are posted who act as an extended arm of the Risk Management Department
of Central Office. Officers are also identified at some regional offices to work as risk managers.

The bank has in place various policies such as Credit Risk Management Policy, Credit Risk Mitigation and Collateral
Management Policy, Stress testing policy, Disclosure policy, Intra group transaction and exposure policy, Operational risk
policy, ALM policy and Investment and Market risk management Policy.

Besides these, the Loan Policy prescribing broad parameters governing loan functions, guidelines on appraisal and evaluation
of credit proposals, lending powers of delegated authority, exposure norms, prudential limits and measures of monitoring and
controlling the credit portfolio documentation is also in place.

The Credit Monitoring Department headed by General Manager monitors the quality of loan proposals, identify special mention
accounts and take corrective measures. Loan review mechanism is also carried out by the department.

The bank has introduced rating models for various se%ments of borrowers including retail lending schemes which measures the
risk associated with counterparties and helps in credit and pricing decisions. In case of large borrowers credit risk assessment
models evaluate financial risk, Industry risk, Management risk and business risk of the counter party and each of these risks
are scored separately and then overall rating is accorded to the counter party. Facility rating module is also included in the

rating tool.

The bank has well defined Investment and Market Risk Management Policy. This policy covers all important areas of market
risk measurement.

Bank defines Market Risk as the risk of loss in on-balance sheet and off-balance sheet positions arising from movements in
market process, in particular, changes in interest rates, exchange rates and equity and commaodity prices.

The bank has adopted Standardized Duration Approach for measuring the capital requirements for market risk as prescribed
by RBI.

Policies for management of Market Risk:

The bank has put in place board approved Investment and Market Risk Management Policy for effective management of
Market Risk in the bank. Other policies which also deal with Market Risk Management are Asset Liability Management Policy
and Policy on Foreign Exchange Operations.

The ALM Policy is the framework of the ALM process. Bank’s balance sheet has mixed exposure to different levels financial
risk. The goal of bank is to maximize its profitability, but do so in a manner that does not expose the bank to excessive levels
of risk which will ultimately affect the profitability. The Policy defines the limits for key measure of risk limits that have been
established to specifically accommodate a bank’s unique balance complexion, strategic direction, and appetite for risk.

Liquidity Risk
Liquidity Risk is managed through GAP analysis, based on residual maturity/behavior pattern of assets and liabilities. Banks
has also put in place mechanism of short term dynamic liquidity management and contingency funding plan. Prudential limits

Operational Risk is the risk of losses resulting from inadequate or failed internal processes, people and systems or from external
events. Operational Risk includes legal risk but excludes strategic and reputation risks. Operational Risk Management in the
Bank is guided by a well defined Operational Risk Management Policy which is reviewed every year.

A committee of board of Directors regularly oversees the Bank’s Risk Management policies/practices under various risks viz.
credit, operational, market etc. The bank also has separate committees for each risk comprising of top executives of bank
headed by Chairman and Managing Director/ Executive directors such as Asset liability Management committee, Credit
policy Committee, Operational Risk committee. These committees meet at regular intervals throughout the year to assess
and monitor the level of risk under various bank operations and initiate appropriate mitigation measures wherever necessary.

The Risk Management Department at central office level which is headed by General Manager; measures, control and
manages risk within the limits set by the Board and enforces compliance with risk parameters set by various committees. The
General Manager is assisted by Deputy General Manager and a team of Assistant General Managers, Chief Managers, Senior
Managers and Managers.

At some identified zonal offices, Risk Managers are posted who act as an extended arm of the Risk Management Department
of Central Office. Officers are also identified at some regional offices to work as risk managers.

The bank has in place various policies such as Credit Risk Management Policy, Credit Risk Mitigation and Collateral
Management Policy, Stress testing policy, Disclosure policy, Intra group transaction and exposure policy, Operational risk
policy, ALM policy and Investment and Market risk management Policy.

Besides these, the Loan Policy prescribing broad parameters governing loan functions, guidelines on appraisal and evaluation
of credit proposals, lending powers of delegated authority, exposure norms, prudential limits and measures of monitoring and
controlling the credit portfolio documentation is also in place.

The Credit Monitoring Department headed by General Manager monitors the quality of loan proposals, identify special mention
accounts and take corrective measures.

The bank has introduced rating models for various segments of borrowers including retail lending schemes which measures the
risk associated with counterparties and helps in credit and pricing decisions. In case of large borrowers credit risk assessment
models evaluate financial risk, Industry risk, Management risk and business risk of the counter party and each of these risks
are scored separately and then overall rating is accorded to the counter party. Facility rating module is also included in the
rating tool.

Qualitative disclosures

The bank has well defined Investment and Market Risk Management Policy. This policy covers all important areas of market
risk measurement.

Bank defines Market Risk as the risk of loss in on-balance sheet and off-balance sheet positions arising from movements in
market process, in particular, changes in interest rates, exchange rates and equity and commodity prices.

The bank has adopted Standardized Duration Approach for measuring the capital requirements for market risk as prescribed
by RBI.

Policies for management of Market Risk:

The bank has put in place board approved Investment and Market Risk Management Policy for effective management of
Market Risk in the bank. Other policy which also deal with Market Risk Management are Asset Liability Management Policy.

The policies set various prudential exposure limits and risk limits for ensuring that the operations are in line with bank’s
expectations of return to market risk through proper Market Risk Management and Asset Liability Management.

Asset-Liability Management

The ALM Policy is the framework of the ALM process. Bank’s balance sheet has mixed exposure to different levels financial
risk. The goal of bank is to maximize its profitability, but do so in a manner that does not expose the bank to excessive levels
of risk which will ultimately affect the profitability. The Policy defines the limits for key measure of risk limits that have been
established to specifically accommodate a bank’s unique balance complexion, strategic direction, and appetite for risk..

Liquidity Risk
Liquidity Risk is managed through GAP analysis, based on residual maturity/behavior pattern of assets and liabilities. Banks
has also put in place mechanism of short term dynamic liquidity management and contingency funding plan. Prudential limits

are prescribed for different residual maturity time buckets for efficient Asset Liability Management Liquidity profile of the bank
is also evaluated through various liquidity ratios.

Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is managed through Gap analysis of rate sensitive assets and liabilities and is monitored through prudential
limits. Bank also estimates risk periodically against adverse movements in interest rate for assessing the impact on Net
Interest Income and economic Value of Equity

Operational Risk is the risk of losses resulting from inadequate or failed internal processes, people and systems or from external
events. Operational Risk includes legal risk but excludes strategic and reputation risks. Operational Risk Management in the
Bank is guided by a well defined Operational Risk Management Policy which is reviewed every year. The bank has initiated
pro-active steps to equip itself to migrate to advanced approaches under Operational Risk and has started collation of data
pertaining to Operational Risk loss events through Loss Data Management, Risk & control Self Assessment (RCSA), Key Risk
Indicators (KRI) & Scenario Analysis. Bank is also a member of loss data consortium ‘CORDEX’ for external loss data base.

The Bank had already approached RBI for moving to The Standardized Approach and is now making efforts to move directly
to Advance Measurement Approach.

The bank has provided capital for operational risk as per Basic Indicator Approach.
Accordingly the capital requirement for operational risk as on 31.03.2015 is Rs.10954.50Mn

1) Earning at risk (Traditional Gap Analysis)

The impact of change in interest rates on net interest income is analyzed under this approach and calculated under yield
curve approach.

2) Economic Value of Equity:

Modified duration of assets and liabilities is computed separately to arrive at modified duration of equity. A parallel shift in
yield curve by 200 basis point is assumed for calculating the economic value of equity.

INDEPENDENT AUDITORS’ REPORT ON CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

To The Board of Directors of CENTRAL BANK OF INDIA

We have audited the accompanying consolidated financial statements of Central Bank of India (“The Bank”), its
subsidiaries and associates (collectively referred to as “The Group”) which comprise of the consolidated Balance Sheet
as at 31st March, 2015, the consolidated Profit and Loss Account and the consolidated Cash Flow Statement for the
year then ended and a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information, in which are
incorporated:

(i)  Audited accounts of the Central Bank of India (The Bank), audited by us,

(i)  Audited accounts of two Subsidiaries & three Regional Rural Banks (RRB), all of which are audited by other
auditors,

(iii)  Accounts of an Associate for a period of nine months audited by other auditor and unaudited accounts of the said
Associate for the three months period ended March 31, 2015.

Management’s Responsibility for the Consolidated Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of these consolidated financial statements that give a true and fair view
of the consolidated financial position, consolidated financial performance and consolidated cash flows of the Group in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in India; this responsibility includes the design, implementation
and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and presentation of the consolidated financial statements
that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Auditor’s Responsibility

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these consolidated financial statements based on our audit. We conducted
our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India.
Those Standards require that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the consolidated financial statements are free from material misstatement.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the consolidated
financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor’s judgment, including the assessment of the risks
of material misstatement of the consolidated financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk
assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the Group’s preparation and fair presentation of the
consolidated financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but
not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Group’s internal control. An audit also includes
evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of the accounting estimates made
by the management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the consolidated financial statements.

We believe that the audit evidence obtained by us and the other auditors is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis
for our audit opinion on consolidated financial statements.

Opinion

4.

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us and based on the
consideration of the reports of the other auditors on the financial statements of the subsidiaries and associates as
noted below, the consolidated financial statements give a true and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles
generally accepted in India:

i in the case of the consolidated Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Group as at 315 March, 2015;
ii. in the case of consolidated Profit and Loss Account, of the profit for the year ended on that date; and
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iii. inthe case of the consolidated Cash Flow Statement, of the cash flows for the year ended on that date.

Emphasis of matter

5. In accordance with Standard on Audit (SA) 706 “Emphasis of Matter Paragraph”, without qualifying our opinion, we
draw attention to the following:

(i)  During the current year,Cent Bank Home Finance Ltd. has created Deferred Tax Liability of ¥ 3 crore on Special
Reserves maintained by Housing Finance Companies under section 36(1)(viii) of the Income Tax Act,1961 towards
compliance of the guidelines issued by NHB vide circular No. NHB(ND)/DRS/Policy Circular 65/2014-15 dated
August 22,2014.

(i)  The auditor of Cent Bank Home Finance Ltd. has reported that company’s current liabilities exceeded its current
assets. This mismatch needs attention of the management.

(i) In the consolidated financial statement which includes share of profit of ¥ 3.24 crore of one of the RRB viz.
Central Madhya Pradesh Gramin Bank (CMPGB), the Auditor has again drawn attention regarding tracking of
NPA movements, provisioning in respect of Income Tax, TDS, Service Tax and outstanding entries in inter office
adjustment account etc., the impact of which on the financial statements of CMPGB could not be ascertained.

(iv)  Similarly, in Uttar Bihar Gramin Bank (UBGB), share of profit included in consolidated financial statement ¥ 35.46
crore, the Auditor has drawn attention towards provisioning of Income Tax, the impact of which on the financial
statements of UBGB could not be ascertained.

6. Other matter

We did not audit the financial statements of (i) two subsidiaries whose financial statements reflect total assets of ¥896.53
crore as at March 31, 2015 and total revenue of ¥ 88.98 crore and net cash flows amounting to ¥ 23.22 crore for the
year ended on that date; and (ii) Associates (three Regional rural banks and one other associate) reflecting net profit of
% 173.76 crore (the Bank’s share ¥ 52.06 crore) for the year ended on that date. These financial statements have been
audited by other auditors whose reports have been furnished to us by the management, and our opinion is based solely
on the reports of the other auditors. Our opinion is not qualified in respect of this matter.

SCHEDULE 17
PRINCIPAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES OF CONSOLIDATED ACCOUNTS
BASIS OF PREPARATION:

The accompanying consolidated financial statements (CFS) have been prepared by following the going concern concept,
generally on the historical cost basis except in respect of the Revaluation of Premises. They conform to Generally
Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India which comprises applicable statutory provisions, guidelines prescribed
by Reserve Bank of India (RBI), Accounting Standards (AS) and pronouncements issued by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India (ICAIl) and prevailing practices in Banking industry in India.

Use of Estimates:

The preparation of financial statements requires the management to make estimates and assumptions considered in the
reported amount of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) as on the date of the financial statements and the
reported income and expenses for the reporting period. Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation
of the financial statements are prudent and reasonable.

Consolidation Procedures :

Consolidated financial statements of the Group (comprising of 2 Subsidiaries and 4 Associates [including 3 RRBs])
have been prepared on the basis of:

a. Audited financial statements of Central Bank of India (Parent),

b. Line by line aggregation of like items of assets, liabilities, income and expenses of the subsidiaries with the respective
item of the Parent and after eliminating all material intra-group balances/transactions, unrealized profit/losses as
per Accounting Standard 21 “Consolidated Financial Statement” issued by the ICAI and after adjustments wherever
necessary to conform to uniform accounting policies of the Parent, based on data received from these subsidiaries
duly audited by their respective auditors.

c. Investments in associates, where the group holds 20% or more of the voting power has been accounted by using
the equity method in terms of Accounting Standard — 23 “Accounting for Investments in Associates in Consolidated
Financial Statements” issued by the ICAl and after adjustments wherever necessary to conform to uniform
accounting policies of the Parent. The financial statements of the Indo Zambia Bank Limited, an Associate, have
been prepared in accordance with the local regulatory requirements/ International Financial Reporting Standards.
Financial statements received from these associates form the sole basis for their incorporation in these consolidated
financial statements.

d. The Accounting year of the Associate, viz. Indo Zambia Bank Ltd. is calendar year. In case of accounting year of
Associates are different than that of Parent Bank, proportionate share of profit is taken based on audited figures of
audited period and for unaudited period, share of profit is taken based on unaudited figures.

Minority interest in the net assets of consolidated subsidiaries consist of:

i.  The amount of equity attributable to the minority at the date on which investments in a subsidiary is made, and
ii.  The minority share of movements in equity since date of parent - subsidiary relationship came into existence.
Transactions involving Foreign Exchange:

a. Monetary Assets and Liabilities in Foreign Currencies are translated at the Exchange Rates prevailing at the year
end as notified by FEDAI and the resultant Profit/ Loss is recognised in Profit and Loss Account.

b. Income and Expenditure items are translated at the exchange rates ruling on the respective date of transactions.

Guarantees, Letters of Credit, Acceptances, Endorsements and other obligations in Foreign Currencies are
translated at the year end rates notified by FEDAI.

d. Outstanding Forward Contracts are translated at the year end rates notified by FEDAI and the resultant profit/loss is
recognized in Profit and Loss Account.

Investments:

In accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India, Investments are classified into “Held to Maturity”,
“Held for Trading” and “Available for Sale” categories. However, for disclosure in the Balance Sheet, investments are
classified under the following heads :

i)  Government Securities

i)  Other Approved Securities

iii) Shares

iv) Debentures and Bonds

v)  Subsidiaries and Sponsored Institutions , and

vi) Others (UTI Shares, Commercial Papers and units of Mutual Funds.)
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5.2 Basis of Classification :
Classification of an Investment is done at the time of purchase into the following categories:
i. Held to Maturity:
These comprise of investments, the bank intends to hold on till maturity.
i. Held for Trading:
Securities which are principally held for resale within 90 days from the date of purchase.
iii. Available for Sale:
Investments that cannot be classified in the above categories.
Transfer of Securities between categories :

The transfer/ shifting of securities between the three categories of investments is accounted at the lower of acquisition
cost/ book value or market value on the date of the transfer. The depreciation, if any, on such transfer is fully provided

Valuation :

The investments classified under this category are valued at acquisition cost. The excess of acquisition cost / book
value over the face value is amortised over the remaining period of maturity on day to day basis.

The net depreciation under each classification is provided for, without adjusting the
book value of the securities and net appreciation, if any, is ignored.

The Profit or loss on sale/ redemption of investments is taken to the Profit and Loss Account. However, in case of
profit on sale/ redemption of investments from ‘Held to Maturity’ category, an equivalent amount is appropriated to
the ‘Capital Reserve’.

In respect of securities included in any of the three categories of investments where interest/ principal is in arrears,
for more than 90 days, income is not reckoned and appropriate provision for the depreciation in the value of the
investments is made, as per prudential norms applicable to non-performing advances. Debentures/ Bonds in the
nature of advances are subjected to usual prudential norms applicable to advances.

State Government guaranteed exposures is classified as Sub Standard/ Doubtful/ Loss, as the case may be if
interest and/ or principal or any other amount due to the Bank remains overdue for more than 90 days and necessary
provisions are made as per Prudential Norms.

Brokerage, incentive, front-end fees etc., received on purchase of securities are reduced from the cost of investments.

Expenses such as brokerage, fees, commission or taxes incurred at the time of acquisition of securities is charged
to revenue.

The broken period interest on sale or purchase of securities is treated as revenue item.

Marked to market in cases where the underlying Assets/ Liabilities are marked to market. The resultant gain/ loss is
recognised in the Profit and Loss Account.

Gain or losses on the termination of Swaps are recognised over the shorter of the remaining contractual life of the
Swap or the remaining life of the assets/ liabilities.

Advances:

a. Advances are classified as Standard, Sub-Standard, Doubtful or Loss Assets and Provisions required in respect
thereof are made as per the Prudential Norms prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India.

b. Recoveries in NPA account is first appropriated towards the principal irregularity except in case of suit filed, decreed
accounts and compromise cases where recovery is first appropriated towards principal or as per the terms of
decree/ settlement.

c. Advances are shown net of provisions (in case of NPA), unrealised interest, amount recovered from borrowers held
in Sundries and amount recovered from CGTSI/ ECGC.

Provision for Standard Assets is included in Other Liabilities and Provisions- Others.

d. Financial Assets sold are recognized as under:

In case the sale is at a price lower than the Net Book Value (NBV) the shortfall is charged to the Profit and Loss
Account.

If the sale to SC/RC is at a price below the NBV (i.e. book value less provisions held), the shortfall is debited to the
Profit and Loss Account.

In case the sale is at a price higher than the NBV on cash basis, the surplus is taken to the credit of Profit and Loss
Account.

If the sale to SC/RC is for a value higher than the NBV the excess provision to the extent of cash recovery is credited
to the Profit and Loss Account and balance excess provision is retained to be utilised to meet shortfall/loss on
account of sale of other financial assets to SC/RC

e. In case of Cent Bank Home Finance Ltd., income recognition and provisions on loans and Advances are made on

the basis of Prudential norms laid down by National Housing Bank (NHB)

In case of Cent Bank Home Finance Ltd., repayment of housing loans, home equity loans, Top up loans and loan
against property are by way of equated monthly instalments (EMIs) comprising of principle and interest. In respect
of fixed rate loans, interest is calculated on the outstanding balance at the beginning of the financial year, in case of
floating rate loans, interest is calculated on first of every month on the outstanding amount as on the last day of the
previous month. EMIs commences once the entire loan is disbursed.

Pending commencement of EMIs, pre EMI interest is payable every month.

Fixed Assets/Depreciation:

a. Fixed Assets are depreciated under ‘Written Down Value Method’ at the following rates (other than computers which
are depreciated on Straight Line Method):

i) Premises At varying rates based on estimated life

ii) Furniture, Lifts, Safe Vaults 10%

iii) Vehicles 20%

iv) Air conditioners, Coolers, Typewriters etc. 15%

V) Computers including Systems Software 33.33%
(Application Software is charged to the Revenue during the year of acquisition.)

b. In the case of assets, which have been revalued, the depreciation is provided on the revalued amount and the
incremental depreciation attributable to the revalued amount is adjusted to the ‘Revaluation Reserve’.

c. Depreciation on additions to assets, made upto 30" September is provided for the full year and on additions made
thereafter, is provided for the half year. No depreciation is provided on assets sold before 30" September and
depreciation is provided for the half year for assets sold after 30" September.

d. Cost of leasehold land is amortised over the period of lease. In the case of revaluation, the difference between
the original cost and revalued amount is amortised over the remaining period of the lease and is adjusted to the
‘Revaluation Reserve’.

e. Where itis not possible to segregate the cost of Land and Premises, depreciation is charged on the composite cost.

f.  Incase of subsidiaries depreciation on fixed assets has been provided on straight line method at the rates specified
in schedule-ll to the Companies Act, 2013.

Staff Benefits:

Annual contribution to Gratuity, Pension Funds and Leave Encashment are determined on the basis of actuarial valuation
and the amount is recognized in the books of account of the Bank as per the liability estimated by the Actuary.

In respect of employees who have opted for Provident Fund Scheme, a matching contribution is made.

The Bank recognizes in its books of account, the liability arising out of employee benefits as the sum of the present value
of obligations as reduced by fair value of Plan Assets on the Balance Sheet.

In case of Cent Bank Home Finance Ltd., the Gratuity amount has been provided on actuarial basis and invested in group
maturity scheme administered by the Life Insurance Corporation of India.

Recognition of Income and Expenditure:

10.1 Income/ Expenditure is generally accounted for on accrual basis except for income to be accounted for on cash basis as

per regulatory provisions.

10.2 Inaccordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India vide circular No. DBOD.No.BP.BC.89/21.4.018/2002-

03 dated 29.03.2003, prior period disclosures are made in respect of any item which exceeds one percent of the total
income/total expenditure.

10.3 Provision for interest payable on overdue deposits is made as per Reserve Bank of India guidelines.

Income Tax:

The provision for tax for the year comprises of current tax liability computed in accordance with the applicable tax laws
and the deferred tax which recognizes timing differences between taxable income and accounting income that originate
in one period and capable of reversal in one or more subsequent periods. Deferred tax assets are not recognized unless
there is ‘virtual certainty’ that sufficient future taxable income will be available against which such deferred tax assets will
be realized. Disputed tax liabilities are accounted for in the year of finality of assessment/ appellate proceedings and till
such times they are shown as contingent liability.

Earnings per Share:

The parent Bank computes basic and diluted earnings per equity share is calculated in accordance with the Accounting
Standard 20-“Earnings per Share” issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India on weighted average
method.
